The Voice of the Faithful Laity: Standing Up for Life and for Family

Archbishop John Nienstedst, in his role as chief shepherd and teacher in this Archdiocese, has alerted all priests
and parishes to the great need we have in making our voices heard on the life issues in this time of political
transition. Here is a wonderful opportunity for all families and individuals to make their voices heard. The
Archbishop wrote as follows:
I wish to enlist your cooperation for the pro-life postcard campaign scheduled for January 24-25, 2009
throughout the United States. This important effort in support of life has the overwhelming leadership
support of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops and will be coordinated locally by our Office
of Marriage, Family and Life. I ask that you take this opportunity to instruct your parishioners concerning
the threat of possible Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) legislation and the reversal/elimination of current pro-
life policies.

FOCA is a radical bill, and is extreme in every respect with regard to those issues in which pro-life people are
most interested. It would threaten to knock down widely supported and constitutionally sound measures that have
placed some limitations on unfettered access to abortion, including parental consent laws, waiting periods, and
laws aimed at providing basic medical information about the abortion procedures themselves.

Some maintain that this legislation has little chance of actually passing both houses because it is so radical in its
sweeping content. Do we even want to take a chance by remaining silent? Absolutely not. In fact, in some
respects a phone call is most effective, as all calls must be logged by the Senators and Representatives offices.
You might consider calling the U.S. Capitol switchboard to contact the offices of your particular representative.
For example, U. S. House Representative Betty McCollum may be reached at 202. 225.6631. The general phone
number of 202.224.3121 may be used to inquire about specific numbers for senators and representatives. Future
bulletins will provide more information as the campaign weekend approaches.
