What is in a Name? Baptism and Baptismal Names in the Catholic Tradition

A glance through the Catholic Directory reveals that the two most popular parish names (not surprisingly) are St.
Joseph (12 parishes) and St. Mary (11 parishes) among the 220 parishes in our Archdiocese. Names carry
significant i mportance in the Catholic world,
opportunity to reflect on the significance of our own Baptism and our baptismal names.

I admit that there was a time when I was not too crazy about my own name, as it seemed too plain and bland.
After all, there many people named John in the
attempt to capture something beautiful. My older brothers are named Andrew and Peter (biblical brothers), and
my mother vows that had she been blessed with another boy, he certainly would have been named James.

A baptismal name in the Catholic tradition links us to the Communion of Saints in a very special way. I often

cringe when | read some of the names of the ba
to that glorious Communion whereby we develop a connection to those who have fought the good fight and have
kept the faith until that glorious day when th

The Code of Canon Lawives us some guidance here. Canon855d i r ect s t hat “ Par ent
are to take care that a name f or ei @odedf ©Gandd haifin s t
effect from 1917 to 1983) stated that the name of a saint or of some other person distinguished for holiness be
chosen, for this will be of a spiritual advantage to the child and an edification to others. Certainly, the stated
reasons behind the former legislation are worthy of attention for all new parents even today.

Furthermore, Canon 8678t eaches us that: *“Parents are oblig
few weeks; as soon as possible after the birth or even before it, they are to go to the pastor to request the
sacrament for their child and to be prepared p
attend a Baptismal Preparation class in accordance with the dictates of Church Law.

Sponsors (godparents, as we commonly call them) must be carefully chosen by the parents. They should meet the
following requirements: have completed the sixteenth year of age, (unless the diocesan bishop has established
another age, or the pastor or minister has granted an exception for a just cause); be a Catholic who has been
confirmed and has already received the most holy Sacrament of the Eucharist and who leads a life of faith in
keeping with the function to be taken on. (cf. Canon 874 82 8Such an important sacrament deserves our full
attention, so that it may be celebrated with the dignity its deserves.
