The Pastorõs Page 
All is New in Jesus Christ:  The Source of Our Liberty and Justice 
 

This past week marked some significant milestones in our country beginning with the recognition of our nationôs 
commitment to Civil Rights (Martin Luther King Jr. Day) on Monday and ending with Thursdayôs annual 
commemoration of the infamous Roe v. Wade Supreme Court decision of January 22, 1973 legalizing abortion.  
Sandwiched between, of course, was Tuesdayôs inauguration of a new U.S. President, following the directives of 
the 20th Amendment to the United States Constitution (23 Jan. 1933), fixing the inaugural date for January 20th.  
Once again, our nation witnessed an orderly and peaceful transition of power. 
 

No faithful Catholic (indeed no person of good will) would deny the importance of creating a society in which 
each person is judged not by skin color but by his character.  Gaudium et Spes teaches: ñEvery form of social or 
cultural discrimination in fundamental personal rights on the grounds of sex, race, color, social conditions, 
language, or religion must be curbed and eradicated as incompatible with God's design.ò GS 29 § 2.   
 

It is our hope and prayer that every person of good will may be able to recognize the fundamental dignity of the 
human person, and work to truly create a society with liberty and justice for all, not just some.  To that end, I 
encourage you to pray for President Barak Obama and his administration.  May he be guided by the events of this 
past week, noting both the prayers of the American people for his well-being, and the cries of those calling 
attention to those who are most forgotten in our nation, evidenced by the many thousands who rallied for Life on 
January 22nd at the U.S. Capitol. 
 

It is worth noting the following excerpts from the letter sent to our new President from Francis Cardinal George, 
President of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops:  
ñ  continue to seek ways to work constructively with the new Administration and Congress and others of good 
will to pursue policies which respect the dignity of all human life and bring greater justice to our nation and peace 
to our worldé Most fundamentally, we will work to protect the lives of the most vulnerable and voiceless 
members of the human family, especially unborn children and those who are disabled or terminally ill. We will 
consistently defend the fundamental right to life from conception to natural death.ò 

 

In his letter, the Cardinal ends bypledging that the Church will  to work together with our nation's leaders 
to advance the common good of our society, while disagreeing respectfully and civilly where necessary for 
preserving that same common good.ò This must be our approach as well.  The respect we demonstrate for the office of 
the Presidency as well as its holder does not preclude serious and fundamental disagreement over convictions that we 
hold dear.  Our duty as citizens requires us to sound our voices.  Our faith dictates that we do so with respect and 
civility.  Let us pray for an outpouring of Godôs grace upon our nation.  May God bless America. 
 

Last weekôs commemoration of the Feast of Saint Agnes was truly uplifting for me. The spirit of profound 
gratitude to God for the blessings of this parish was equally present at all of our Masses.  The flowers were 
stunningly beautiful, and though we packed away the crèche for another year, Saint Agnes made her triumphal 
return just inside the Communion Rail.  Sancta Agnes, ora pro nobis. 

 

The postcard campaign to voice our concerns over the Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) gets underway this 
week. You are encouraged to participate by filling out the cards to be sent to your congressional representative 
and to Senator Klobuchar.  The third card must remain blank, as the seat formerly occupied by Senator 
Coleman is officially vacant, pending the legal challenge to the election results. 

 

We pray Thee O God of might, wisdom, and justice! Through whom authority is rightly administered, laws are 
enacted, and judgment decreed, assist with Thy Holy Spirit of counsel and fortitude the President of these 
United States, that his administration may be conducted in righteousness, and be eminently useful to Thy 
people over whom he presides; by encouraging due respect for virtue and religion; by a faithful execution of 
the laws in justice and mercy; and by restraining vice and immorality. ("Prayer for the Nation and the Civil
