The Pastor’s Page 
With But a Stroke of the Pen:  Another Setback in the Battle for Life 
 

The day after the 36th anniversary of the United States Supreme Court’s infamous decision Roe v. Wade (22 
January 1973) legalizing abortion in this country, President Barack Obama quietly issued an executive order 
restoring U.S. funding to organizations that perform and promote abortion in developing nations. The ban has 
been a political ping pong ball between Democratic and Republican administrations since President  Reagan first 
adopted it 1984. President Clinton ended the ban in 1993, but President George W. Bush re-instituted it in 2001 as 
one of his first acts in office. And thus another chapter has begun with the stroke of a pen late on a Friday 
afternoon. Unlike recent executive orders, no cameras or media outlets were present for this signature. 
 

The policy has been effective in ensuring that family planning funds are not diverted to organizations dedicated to 
performing and promoting abortions. The policy had required any non-governmental organization to agree before 
receiving U.S. funds that they will "neither perform nor actively promote abortion as a method of family planning 
in other nations."  Now with this executive order, upwards of $40 million will be given to such organizations 
whose intentions include abortion as a method of “family planning.”  The clear line between family planning and 
abortion has now been completely obscured, further promoting abortion beyond our own borders. 
 

Inexplicably, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, D-Calif., said the move "will help save lives and empower the poorest 
women and families to improve their quality of life and their future."  The House Speaker even floated the idea of 
increased contraceptive coverage as part of the U.S. domestic stimulus package, claiming that "contraception will 
reduce costs to the states and to the federal government." In other words, one might infer that the solution to our 
problems centers around having fewer children. A number in the vicinity of $450 million was floated!  
Thankfully, this has been taken off the table. 
 

Discouraged and disheartened, pro-life advocates must not give up hope.  We know that we must pray for and 
work towards conversion of minds and hearts, and this is seemingly a Herculean task.  If we become discouraged, 
we will give up, and we must not let this happen. The response to the FOCA postcard campaign last weekend was 
extremely positive.  We ran out of materials, but procured a limited number of additional cards for this weekend.  
Thank you for making your voices heard. Remain steadfast in hope. 
 

I strongly encourage your participation in the compilation of a new Saint Agnes Parish directory. In 
preparation for the 100th anniversary of the laying of our cornerstone in October 1909 I invite all parishioners 
(singles and families alike) to participate in this important project.

The removal last week of the ecclesiastical penalty of latae sententiae excommunication from four bishops 
consecrated by the late Archbishop Marcel Lefebvre without pontifical mandate in 1988 is seen by the Holy 
Father as a gesture of paternal solicitude and an invitation to further discussions with the hope of healing the 
rift with the Society of Pius X.  An editorial in the L’Osservatore Romano notes that "With it, the Pope 
removes pretexts for infinite polemics, directly confronting the authentic problem: the full acceptance of the 
Magisterium, obviously including Vatican II." The Society’s priests (and bishops) remain outside of full 
Communion with the Church. The recent act does not change this; however, it is hoped that this represents a 
positive step forward in the process of reconciliation.
