The Heavy Price of the Path to Unity: A Firestorm over the Lifting of the Excommunications

I have received numerous questions regarding the Society of St. Pius X in the light of the recent news of the removal of the
latae sententiae penalty of excommunication from the four members who are bishops. I stand united with the Holy Father
in his decisions, for he undoubtedly has access to particulars regarding the situation that I lack. Still, there are aspects of the
recent decision that have caused confusion, and I hope this column might clarify the situation.

The SSPX is a priestly society, and as such has no lay members. It has approximately 460 priests worldwide. Bishop
Bernard Fellay is Superior General. The society operates chapels throughout the world, offering the Sacraments according to
the liturgical books in force before the Second Vatican Council. Founded by Archbishop Marcel Lefebvre, it initially
received Vatican approval in 1971. By 1976, the Archbishop incurred suspension a divinis for ordaining priests, coupled
with his statements about the documents of Vatican II. In 1988, he consecrated four bishops without pontifical mandate,
incurring an automatic excommunication. After a dormant stage, discussions with the Vatican resumed, and Bishop Fellay
met Pope Benedict XVI in 2005.

Some have wrongly claimed that all sacraments by SSPX priests are invalid, or that Catholics do not fulfill their Sunday
obligation by attending these Masses. Neither statement is true. The Masses offered by SSPX priests are valid, but illicit
(illegal in Church Law). Why? According to Church Law, its priests lack juridical faculties as required from the local
ordinary. SSPX bishops are not local ordinaries. Juridical faculties are required for the validity of the Sacrament of Penance
and Matrimony, and the licit celebration of the Eucharist. Lay Catholics should be mindful of their duty to remain in full
communion with the Church, including their need to worship in parishes in communion with the local bishop.

The issue most in the news centers on the views of one of the bishops, whose excommunication was recently lifted. Anyone
with a cursory knowledge of YouTube could view Bishop Williamson speaking on religion, politics, and sadly, the
holocaust. To the person in the pew, I fear that the pastoral solicitude exhibited by the Holy Father has been overshadowed
by the understandable outrage caused by the “deeply offensive and utterly false” claims made by Bp. Williamson denying
the existence of gas chambers during World War II (cf. Statement by Francis Cardinal George, USCCB website).

In his remarks following the General Audience of January 28, the Holy Father situated the reason for his decision to lift the
penalty within his “service of unity” as successor to Saint Peter:
“I fulfilled this act of fatherly mercy because those prelates repeatedly manifested to me their deep suffering for the
situation in which they found themselves. I hope that this gesture of mine will be followed by the solicitous effort by
them to accomplish the ulterior steps necessary to accomplish full communion with the Church, thus testifying true
fidelity and true recognition of the Magisterium and of the authority of the Pope and of the Second Vatican Council.”

The Superior General of the SSPX rather quickly issued a statement in the aftermath of the most unfortunate interview:
It’s with great sadness that we recognize the extent to which the violation of this mandate has done damage to our
mission. The affirmations of Bishop Williamson do not reflect in any sense the position of our Fraternity. For this
reason | have prohibited him, pending any new orders, from taking any public positions on political or historical
questions... We ask the forgiveness of the Supreme Pontiff, and of all people of good will, for the dramatic
consequences of this act.
In my judgment, this will not suffice. Any potential reconciliation with the SSPX risks being marred by the extremist views
of one of its members, who while certainly not speaking for the whole, undoubtedly has harmed the prospects for unity. Bp.
Williamson remains outside of visible communion (all the bishops and priests remain under suspension a divinis), and it is
difficult to see how he could ever exercise any official position within the Church without an explicit acceptance of the
doctrinal integrity of the documents of Vatican II and a repudiation of the views attributed to him. Otherwise, the Church
risks the appearance of tacitly accepting a new brand of “cafeteria Catholicism” that she has worked so hard to eliminate.

People who understand Canon Law know that the situation is far from resolved, but understandably many unfamiliar with
the subtleties of Church law see the removal of the ecclesiastical penalty as a way of saying that “everything is okay again”
with regard to this internal rift. The facts indicate another reality. Our fervent prayers and support remain with Pope
Benedict X VI in his vital task of “confirming the brethren” in the Faith.
