The Pastor’s Page 
Catholic Services Appeal: Participating in the Mission of the Local Church 
 

This weekend we are launching the new Catholic Services Appeal, formerly known as the Archbishop‟s Annual 
Catholic Appeal.  I recently attended an informational evening along with our parish chair-couple, Mr. and Mrs. 
Steve and Chany Floeder.  They wrote their own letter to you included as an insert in last week‟s bulletin. The 
name change reflects the fact that the appeal goes to fund many important Catholic services offered under the 
leadership of the Archbishop.  Of course, the funds support people and programs, not the Archbishop himself.  
The emphasis this year is on the many services provided that benefit the people of the Archdiocesan Church, the 
Body of Christ. 
 

Human nature is such that most of us would rather be on the giving end than the receiving end of any assistance.  
We place a high value on self-sufficiency. That being said, the reality is that Saint Agnes has been a beneficiary 
of funds from the annual appeal for a number of years now, greatly assisting us in our mission here. The Catholic 
Services Appeal funds many worthwhile programs in the Archdiocese, all of which are under the guidance of 
Archbishop John Nienstedt, our Chief Shepherd. 
 

In his remarks to pastors, parish couples and staff members, he acknowledged the challenges faced in today‟s 
economy.  People are not being asked to give any more than they have in the past, but the emphasis this year is to 
increase our level of participation. We are being challenged to increase our participation by 10%, something I am 
confident we can do.  What a great way to show our support for our new shepherd!  He has been so supportive of 
Saint Agnes, both our parish and our school.  I am deeply grateful for his leadership, and I know that you will 
share my enthusiasm and support.   
 

Truthfully, we have not achieved our goal for this collection in the past, but I am truly hopeful that this year will 
be different. I simply invite those of you who have not participated to consider doing so this year.  The fact is we 
have received more funds through this appeal than we ourselves have contributed. It is a tribute to the degree to 
which our Archdiocese supports the work we do at this parish.  We have an opportunity through our participation 
to return our gratitude in support of the local Church at the Archdiocesan level through our participation.   
 
 

Fr. Erickson will be offering a Lenten Lecture series on the Sacraments Friday evenings this year. We will 
follow a similar schedule, with Stations of the Cross being offered at 7:00 p.m., followed immediately by the 
talks in Schuler Hall.  I am so grateful for his generosity in providing this service to the parish. 

 

My Pastor‟s Page regarding the situation with the SSPX went to print before I saw the clarification from the 
Vatican Secretariat of State, published later the same day. It stated: “A full recognition of the Second Vatican 
Council and the Magisterium of Popes John XXIII, Paul VI, John Paul I, John Paul II and Benedict XVI 
himself is an indispensable condition for any future recognition of the Society of Saint Pius X.”  More to the 
controversy at hand, it clarified: “In order to be admitted to function as a Bishop within the Church, Bishop 
Williamson must also distance himself in an absolutely unequivocal and public way from his positions 
regarding the Shoah, which were unknown to the Holy Father at the time of the remission of the 
excommunication.” This clarification was most helpful, and hopefully we can move forward in our fervent 
prayers for unity, supporting the Holy Father in his delicate ministry in this regard. 

 

Anti-Catholicism is on the rise in South America.  Bolivian President Evo Morales made outlandish claims 
about the Catholic Church, calling it the enemy of peaceful transformation! He calls for nothing short of the 
Church‟s demise: “I want to say to you what we hear shouted all the time: „Another world is possible,‟ I want 
to tell you another faith, another religion, another church is also possible, brothers and sisters.”  Sorry, Mr. 
President, Christ only founded one Church; you‟re 2000 years too late!
