God the Father of Mercies: A Primer on Indulgences (Continued from last week)

Each of us desires to root out any vestige of sin from our lives, though we admit our attachment to sin. The remission of
temporal punishment due to sin may occur by means of an indulgence. For an indulgence to be full (plenary), three
conditions must be fulfilled within several days before or after the performance of the prescribed work: sacramental
confession, Eucharistic Communion and prayer for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff (Our Father, Hail Mary). It is
fitting that the last two requirements happen on the day of the specified work. It is further required that the individual must
be free from all attachment to sin, even venial sin. This last requirement is by far the most difficult. True, it is a high bar,
and we leave it in God’s hands.

Lacking this last requirement, indulgences are partial, that is, they remit some of the temporal punishment due to sin, but not
all. It stands to reason that the more difficult the sacrifice entailed and the greater the fervor with which a prayer or work is
performed, the greater is the remission of temporal punishment. The emphasis today is on faithfully fulfilling one’s spiritual
duties more than on “how much” temporal punishment is removed. Thus, current norms do not specify the remission
beyond designating it as either partial or plenary. “Not as man sees does God see, because man sees the appearance but the
LORD looks into the heart.” (1 Samuel 16:7) While most people seek to receive an indulgence for themselves, it is possible
to apply the indulgence to the dead by way of suffrage, that is, in the manner of a prayer. Recall, Judas Maccabeus believed
it was worthwhile to pray for his fallen soldiers as a form of expiation: "(they) turned to prayer, beseeching that the sin
which had been committed might be wholly blotted out" (2 Macc. 12:42) We may have confidence that God will apply
indulgences to the dead in some way, but the precise manner and degree of application are unknown.

As no one can know for certain the state of the soul of one of God’s faithful departed, we would not definitively claim to
have “earned” an indulgence for a deceased relative. However, our belief in the Communion of Saints assures us that there
is a vital link between those on earth, in heaven, and those deceased faithful “on the way to heaven.” We believe that our
prayers and good works are efficacious. Good works that flow from our faith help to restore the good order damaged
through our sins. This is at the core of the theology of indulgences. Applying spiritual gifts to the deceased gives voice to
our belief that the bonds that unite us in life do not end with bodily death.

Good works have been offered to God for the salvation of sinners since the earliest days of the Church. The Fathers of the
Church were convinced that the entire Catholic Church as a body united to Christ its head, was bringing about satisfaction
for the sins of her members. The words of Tertullian (ca. 200 A.D.) are appropriate here: “The body cannot rejoice when
one if its members suffers, but the whole body must needs suffer with it and help to cure it. The Church is in both one and
the other; the Church however, is Christ.” (On Penance, 10, 5-6) The Church’s aim is both to assist the faithful in expiating
the punishment due to sin and in urging them to perform works of piety, penitence and charity.

I encourage all parishioners to attend next weekend’s Solemn closing of Forty Hours at 4:00 p.m., and to sign up for a time
slot for Adoration on Friday or Saturday. Adoration begins following Friday’s All School Mass at 9:30 continuing until
Stations at 7:00 p.m. The Blessed Sacrament is reposed during the 5:15 p.m. Mass. Adoration resumes on Saturday from
9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. It will continue on Sunday after the Noon Mass until 3:30 p.m. Additional times for confessions
will be offered on Sunday morning and in the afternoon from 2:30 to 3:30 p.m. before the solemn closing at 4:00 p.m. May
this Church be filled with praise and adoration.

I encourage your participation in a Catholic movie night sponsored by the Men’s Club on Thursday, March 26™. We
have a wonderful sound system in Schuler Hall, and this film, “Bella” has received critical acclaim.
