The Pastor’s Page 
Parish Life Today: Committed to Christ, Our Parish and to the Church 
 

For the vibrancy of any Catholic parish, many facets must work in concert together, all under the guidance of the Church.  

Faithful to our two-thousand year Catholic tradition, a healthy parish life relies upon dedicated members of the laity, singles, 

couples and families who are committed to Christ, their Catholic faith and to their local parish.  I had the experience of 

growing up in one parish for all of my youth. When I think of the phrase “my home parish,” it will always be for me a 

reference to the parish of my youth, Nativity of Our Lord in Saint Paul.  Obviously that changed after my ordination to the 

priesthood in 1989.  I was ordained to serve anywhere within the boundaries of the Archdiocese of Saint Paul and 

Minneapolis, twelve counties, 6,700 square miles.  I still know of some diocesan bishops who tell their newly ordained 

priests of their first assignments only after the ordination ceremony.  It is a way of impressing upon the new priest that he is 

ordained for service in the (arch)diocese, not for any single parish. 
 

These days, people move more frequently and occasionally change parishes for any number of reasons.  However, I still 

believe that the issue of one’s level of commitment to a parish is worthy of our reflection.  We are all followers of Jesus 

Christ, and are fundamentally committed to Him. As defined by Canon law, the law of the  Catholic Church, a Parish is  “a 

certain community of Christ’s faithful stably established within a particular Church [diocese], whose pastoral care, under the 

authority of the diocesan Bishop, is entrusted to a parish priest as its proper Pastor.” (Canon 515) 
 

A parish is the community where the spiritual and sacramental life of each member is nourished. It is like unto a family 

where, under the leadership of the Pastor, each member contributes to the success of the whole, of the building up of the 

Kingdom of God in the world, as part of the Universal Church.  I have seen remarkable evidence of people working 

together, volunteering to contribute to the life of this parish, and making tremendous sacrifices in the process.  Sometimes 

geography is working against us, as people must travel significant distances.  Others contribute significantly with their 

prayers while homebound. I am not unaware of these sacrifices, and they truly leave me humbled and profoundly grateful. 
 

Parish membership and active participation in the life of one’s parish is fundamental to our life of faith. This does not 

preclude people visiting our parish who may be members elsewhere (or vice versa). It does highlight our need to be 

connected and committed to a stable community of faith under the guidance of a pastor and in communion with our local 

shepherd, the Archbishop, to whom we owe our support and obedience, and for whom we pray each Sunday.  
 

Holy Week at Saint Agnes is a perfect reminder of how we are both committed to our faith and to our parish.  I invite you to 

participate fully in the special liturgies of Holy Week here at The Church of Saint Agnes, as your schedule and 

responsibilities permit.  Fr. Erickson and I look forward to praying with you on these holiest of days, offering the Sacrament 

of Penance and our special devotions and blessings (e.g. the Blessing of Easter Foods on Holy Saturday at 11:30 a.m.).  May 

God bless our parish, our homes and all the many faithful and committed members of this beautiful parish.
