Signs of Hope: A Renewed Spirit of Commitment to our Catholic Faith

The season of Easter is a most blessed time in the Church, as we gather to celebrate the power of the resurrection of Jesus
Christ. In the firm belief that Jesus died and rose for the sake of our sins, our Easter faith rejoices that God’s love is more
powerful than the bonds of sin and death. To truly live with Easter faith and joy necessitates a willingness to admit that our
world is broken, and will only truly be made whole by means of the blood shed for the remission of our sins.

Recent examples of horrific shootings reported in the news are but a symptom of growing despair on the part of people
unable to cope with their problems. The resurrection of Jesus from the depths of the grave provides us with renewed hope
that we might spread the Good News and so help to transform this growing sense of despair by means of the virtue of hope.
There are many reasons for our renewed sense of hope. Over 150,000 adults in this country were baptized or entered into
full communion with the Catholic Church this year! I saw an interview with Former House Speaker Newt Gingrich who is
counted among that number. For him, the Holy Father’s visit to Washington D.C. last year was such a powerful experience,
he began taking the necessary steps to enter the Church. Praise God!

As I mentioned this past week at Mass, | am most heartened by the degree of Catholic response to the tragic decision on the
part of the University of Notre Dame to bestow an honorary doctorate upon President Obama during graduation ceremonies
this May. (cf. Pastor’s Page of March 29, 2009) This is not about showing disrespect to the Office of the Presidency of the
United States, something towards which all Americans should demonstrate the virtue of respect. Charity must prevail,
especially with those with whom we have profound disagreements. It is about stating that our convictions regarding the
sanctity of human life are so strong that we cannot and must not risk sending a mixed message as Catholic institutions. Our
Easter faith calls us to this witness.

When we stand united and maintain civility in the midst of our stated convictions, we can rest assured that we have done all
in our power to promote and defend our faith. We live in the virtue of hope so that our witness may bear fruit. [ would not
be surprised if the President himself backs out of the invitation by saying that he does not want to contribute to any
dissension within the Catholic Church. We’ll see. My fervent hope and prayer is that each of you will experience joy and
peace this Easter precisely on account of your faith in the Risen Lord, and I am grateful to all who attended our Holy Week
liturgies here at Saint Agnes. Your commitment to your faith and to our parish gives me many reasons for hope.
