The two-year anniversary of Monsignor Schuler’s death was observed this past Monday. How quickly time passes! I
remember those days well, for they were filled with many competing emotions. We were filled both with sadness at his
passing and profound gratitude for his life of priestly service. In his final months, his health had slipped such that no one
was particularly surprised when the Lord called him home. He bore his crosses so beautifully, was at peace and always
evoked dignity and grace.

The best gift that any of us could give is to honor his memory through prayer and by espousing the ideals for which he stood
for over thirty years as Pastor. He loved sacred music and the liturgy, was devoted to our parish school, loved to travel and
even enjoyed a good glass of dark Bavarian beer from time to time. Above all he loved Jesus Christ and His Church, and
was unflinchingly loyal to her. We will forever be grateful for the contributions he made to this parish. His influence
spread far beyond this Archdiocese.

This itself in many ways can be attributed to the customs
and traditions of this parish. You may recall that Monsignor’s death coincided with two other notable events, including the
naming of Bishop John Nienstedt of New Ulm as our Coadjutor Archbishop, as well as the tremendous outpouring of
support towards our school in our time of struggle.

Archbishop Nienstedt has worked so hard these past two years to immerse himself in every aspect of the life of this local
Church, and has found time to make several visits to Saint Agnes, honoring us with his presence. He has been a tireless
advocate of Catholic education and equally clear about the nature and mission of Catholic schools. Our school is certainly
stronger today than we were two years ago, thanks to the hard work and dedication of our administration and faculty and the
enthusiasm and support of our wonderful families, whose daily sacrifices on behalf of this school humble me.

Both The Twin Cities Catholic Chorale and our polyphonic Chamber Choir have grown since 2007, and we continue to
endeavor to celebrate the liturgy with the dignity and reverence it deserves. With the patient assistance of Mr. Paul
LeVoir, I am finally understanding how to properly sing Vespers with our Me n’ s Ch a.n It hasSheeln quite a
learning curve! All in all, time marches on and we remember in prayer those who have gone before us in faith, and trust that
God, who has begun the good work in us, will bring it to fulfillment.

Schoepfungsmesse (Creation Mass)
by Franz Joseph Haydn.

@7 Of Haydn’s 14 Masses, this is Mass No. 13 in
B-flat Major, written in 1801. The composer
was 69 years old and in faltering health, but he produced a
masterful gem in the Classical style. Instead of composing
individual choruses, solos and duets, Haydn approached the
work as he would a symphony, shaping the Ordinary’s text
into movements. The result is fresh, imaginative
orchestration and bold harmonies. Listen for the strong
statement of faith in the Gloria when these elements resolve
in a powerful unison at Quoniam to solus (You alone are
the Holy One).

Franz Joseph Haydn was always cheerful, fresh, and
inventive, and this Mass No. 13 in B-flat Major reflects his
personality perfectly. Haydn wrote it in 1801 as his annual
composition for the name day of an Esterhazy princess.
The Mass’s nickname comes from the fact that Haydn
included in the Gloria a bit of a duet from his great
oratorio, Die Schopfung (The Creation), Austrian Empress
Maria Theresia objected to the inclusion and insisted
