The Pastor’s Page 
A Beautiful Day for a Country Drive: Celebrating our German Heritage in New Ulm  
 

It was simply a perfect day for a drive to New Ulm, MN,  as I accompanied our eighth grade students on a field trip to the 

beautiful German town in southwestern Minnesota. Not only do I love history, but we here at Saint Agnes have quite a 

connection with our state’s youngest diocese.  Founded in 1957, the first bishop of the Diocese of New Ulm’s first was the 

pastor of Saint Agnes, Msgr. Alphonse Schladweiler.  Its current bishop, Bishop John LeVoir, has his own Saint Agnes 

roots, having celebrated his first Mass here in 1981. 
 

In addition to being privileged to join the Bishop for Mass at the Cathedral of the Holy Trinity and lunch afterwards at the 

Kaiserhoff, our students also had the pleasure of meeting Fr. Eugene Hackert, who spent his first eight years as a priest 

assigned here at Saint Agnes (1951-58), before becoming a priest of the new diocese. He told some great stories! 
 

One day a special delivery letter arrived from the Apostolic Delegate in Washington, D.C. (the Pope’s representative to the 

United States), and Fr. Hackert signed for it and placed it on the pastor’s desk.  Shortly thereafter, a call came in about a 

death of someone known to the pastor.  He dutifully placed that note on the desk as well.  When Monsignor arrived, Fr. 

Hackert simply informed him, “There is some sad news waiting for you on your desk!”  Hopefully, the new bishop-elect did 

not think he was referring to the letter from Washington!   
 

He then told the story that the new bishop forgot to pack his new Crozier for the ceremony.  It was Fr. Hackert himself who 

tried to pull a rabbit out of the hat and phoned from New Ulm to the head maintenance man at Saint Agnes.  He told him 

exactly where under the new bishop-elect’s bed would be found the crozier.  Having procured the vital item (mind you the 

ceremony had already begun in New Ulm!), the janitor drove the crozier to Flying Cloud airport in Eden Prairie, where 

without a hitch, a prop-plane from New Ulm had just arrived for the hand-off!  The Crozier arrived barely five minutes 

before it was needed in the Pontifical Mass, and no one was any wiser as to the flurry of activity on consecration day.   
 

It was a great opportunity for our students, and I was pleasantly surprised how many of them have at least some German 

blood in them.  There are quite a few Ubel’s in New Ulm (although they spell it “Ubl,” the way my great-grandfather used 

to spell our name before changing it!).  In fact, Bishop LeVoir informed me that a secretary in the Chancery is a Ubl.  It is 

important to celebrate and learn about our heritage, and I thoroughly enjoyed the day, including the Dairy Queen sundae in 

Belle Plaine on the way home. 
 

Mary Ann Glendon, Harvard Law professor and former US. Ambassador to the Holy See, informed Notre Dame 

President Rev. John Jenkins that she will decline the Laetare Medal at this year’s commencement exercises.  She 

noted the clear refusal to follow the U.S. Catholics Bishops guidelines regarding the bestowal of honors on people 

in fundamental disagreement with Catholic principles and the fact that the university’s own “talking points’ in 

defense of their invitation included putting her forward as a voice from whom President Obama will hear Catholic 

principles.  Is it now Professor Glendon’s job to articulate Catholic principles at graduation? That belongs to the 

University, and last time I checked, pawns are used in the game of Chess.  Bravo, Professor Glendon! 
 

People continue to send parish bulletins my way from their travels.  I am grateful and really enjoy the diversion.  

But I think my own brother Andy gets the prize.  He presented me with the bulletin from the Cathedral in Shanghai, 

China upon his return from a business trip.  Can anyone top that? 
 

Congratulations to Peter and Diane Welvang, longtime parishioners and owners of Leaflet Missal Company.  They 

received a special award from The Catholic Servant in recognition of their commitment to the spreading of the 

Catholic Faith by means of their lives and work.  A packed house was present for the dinner and awards at St. 

Helena’s including Archbishop-elect Robert Carlson and Bishop John LeVoir. 
 

I am extremely proud of our directors, the cast and crew, and all volunteers who presented a fantastic play, Singin’ 

in the Rain.  It was an outstanding production, and I remain amazed at how everyone works together to bring such 

joy and laughter into our hearts.  The tap dancing was phenomenal and the songs will echo in my mind for weeks to 

come.  The final performance is Sunday afternoon (today) at 5:00 p.m.
