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A Delicate and Vital Mission: Pope Benedict XVI Apostolic Visit to the Holy Land

In a perfect world, the Holy Father could make pastoral visits to his flock free from any political maneuvering. However, a
Papal visit to the Holy Land must also include outreach to the people who are not of the Catholic faith, for the Holy Father is
also a figure whose words speak to all men of good will. Pope Benedict XVI is in the midst of a visit to Jordan and Israel.
Jordan has a population of 5,720,000 of whom 109,000 (1.91 percent) are Catholic, spread out over three dioceses and sixty-
four parishes. Israel and the Palestinian Territories have a population of 7,180,000 of whom 130,000 (1.81 percent) are
Catholic, scattered over nine dioceses and seventy-eight parishes. The pope will speak to priests (about 500), seminarians,
religious and faithful laity during his visit, in addition to important ecumenical and inter-religious meetings.

It is as delicate a visit as it is vitally important. The Vatican has stressed that it is primarily an apostolic (pastoral) visit, and
not a political one. Understood. However, it is nearly impossible to separate the two in this fragile land. For example, a
rabbi in Rome had floated the idea that the Holy Father should take off his pectoral Cross when he visits the Western
(Wailing) Wall. It should be noted that this same Rabbi maintained that he would expect a Jewish Rabbi to take off his
prayer shawl before entering a Church. I have previously written that Archbishop Raymond Burke in 2007 was the target of
jeers from at least one man who saw his cross on our 2007 pilgrimage. Neither the Archbishop nor the Vatican bristled at
even such a suggestion.

Some are upset that the Holy Father will not visit the Gaza Strip. Papal protocol often eschews such hot spots, lest fears be
raised of escalating the situation even more. At the same time, there were hints last year that no trip would occur without
some successful negotiations on unsettled questions. For example, there was a Catholic shrine in Caesarea that was
destroyed in the 1950’s. Palestinian Catholics want to rebuild, but they need the land back first. There are also concerns
over entry visas for Christian clergy under the new Netanyahu regime.

But the delicacy does not stop there. The Holy Father will not celebrate Mass at the Holy Sepulchre, though he certainly
will visit it. That holy place is split among five groups of Christians, Roman Catholics only controlling one small portion of
the building, while the key to the whole Basilica is kept in the custody of a sole Muslim family, as it has for 1300 years! In
the 12th century, Christians from different denominations fought over who should keep the key to the church where Jesus
was buried and resurrected. To end the fighting, the Arab conqueror Saladin entrusted the key to the Muslim Nuseibeh and
Joudeh families. Today the Nuseibeh family still holds the key. Talk about complicated!

The Holy Father spoke to a group of Catholic Church officials and lay leaders visiting Rome just prior to his departure, in
which he said: “...the Holy Land "has been plagued by violence and injustice," creating "a general atmosphere of mistrust,
uncertainty, and fear-- often pitting neighbor against neighbor, brother against brother.” He is clearly going as a pilgrim of
peace. There are only 50,000 Christians left in the Palestinian Territories, compared to 700,000 living abroad. That can
only be described as a staggering exodus. Catholic-Jewish relations have been cordial, yet strained due to any number of
reasons. It remains to be seen how this visit might ease tensions, even as the Holy Father proclaims the saving truths of the
Catholic faith. Let our fervent prayers be with our Holy Father as he confirms the faith of Catholics in the Holy Land.

e Rev. Mr. Allen Paul Eilen has been approved for ordination to the priesthood by Archbishop Nienstedt and will
receive the Sacrament of Holy Orders on May 30" at the Cathedral. His Mass of Thanksgiving will be right here at
Saint Agnes. We are so proud of Deacon Eilen and want to encourage your prayers in these final weeks of
preparation. His Mass of Thanksgiving will be a Latin High Mass in the Ordinary Form (even though it is the 5"
Sunday of the month), so please make note of that change.

e It was a wonderful turnout at the annual Rosary Procession at the Cathedral last Sunday. It certainly seemed to be a
larger turnout than in recent memory, taking two full rosaries before we all made it from the Capitol grounds to our
seats inside the Cathedral. Our parish was well represented, even providing the serves for the Archbishop.

e To date we have pledged $45,982 to support the work of the Catholic Services Appeal as directed by Archbishop
Nienstedt. I am profoundly grateful, as we have significantly increased both the number of participants, and our
total from last year which was $28,000. The Archdiocesan phone follow-up will begin starting May 14th.
