Sacred Music in the Church: Singing Unto the Lord with Hymns of Praise  
 

I was at a family gathering recently in which one member of my family received a gift, neatly wrapped in a tiny box.  

Assuming it was jewelry, I soon discovered I was wrong.  It was a mini iPod, a device used for storing musical recordings.  

It was tiny beyond belief, so imagine my surprise when I was informed that it could hold at least 2000 songs.  “Two 

thousand songs?  You’re kidding?  Why, I could not even listen to so many songs if I tried.”  “Sure you could, uncle John” 

came the reply.  “But that is 200 CD’s,” I thought.  Let’s see…Mozart alone wrote eighteen Masses, not to mention 

seventeen Church sonatas, two Regina Coeli’s, two Solemn Vespers, an Ave Verum Corpus and…oh well, perhaps I could 

fill the iPod. All this memory in a device as thin as a match-box.  I have had the same six CD’s in my car for two years! 
 

There is no dismissing the importance of music in people’s lives, and that includes Sacred Music. In line with an age-old 

tradition, the Second Vatican Council taught that music "is a treasure of inestimable value, greater even than that of any 

other art. The main reason for this pre-eminence is that, as a combination of sacred music and words, it forms a necessary or 

integral part of the solemn liturgy" (Sacrosanctum Concilium, n. 112).  Traditionally, sacred music has been thought to be 

characterized by several key traits, namely "holiness", "true art" and "universality."  I would not be the first to admit that 

they are somewhat subjective, and not particularly easy to discern in every case.  However, there are some basic canons of 

taste that must apply, even as we admit that not every hymn will strike a chord with every listener. 
 

The hymns are holy because they speak about God and truly give praise to Him, and do not overly focus on man as a 

subject.  We do not attend Mass in order to sing about ourselves, but to offer Him our praise and adoration. They possess 

true art because they lift our minds and hearts upwards, towards God in adoration, and sound a melodic chord, not dissonant 

and harsh.  They are universal, just like the Church.  Worthy praise rendered unto God eschews being overly tied to any 

particular culture or era.  Like a button down blue oxford shirt, truly good music never goes out of style! 
 

When Pope Benedict XVI paid a visit to the Pontifical Academy of Sacred Music in Rome in 2007, he spoke of a legitimate 

development in the art of sacred music:  

“Precisely in view of this, the ecclesiastical Authority must work to guide wisely the development of such a 

demanding type of music, not "freezing" its treasure but by seeking to integrate the valid innovations of the present 

into the heritage of the past in order to achieve a synthesis worthy of the lofty mission reserved to it in divine service.”    
 

The more that we are able to instill in our young people the love of sacred music, the more likely we are to ensure that these 

traditions will be carried into the next generation, a generation consumed with iPods.  One way that we can do that here at 

Saint Agnes is through the establishment of a Children’s Choir dedicated to Sacred Music according to the mind of the 

Church.  I am most interested to put this before you for your prayerful consideration.  I have asked Mrs. Donna May, 

longtime parishioner and director of our Chamber Choir, to explore whether there may be some interest among parish 

families for such a choir to sing occasionally at the 8: 30 a.m. Sunday Mass.   
 

The choir would begin in the fall. We are conducting a survey to explore possible interest.  The Choir would begin slowly 

and deliberately, building strength as we go.  We envision it for boys and girls from nine years of age up until about the age 

of fourteen.  Imagine a beautiful Communion motet or choral piece as the gifts are being prepared at the altar.  It could 

certainly help to raise our minds and hearts to God.  
 

You are invited to join us for our School’s Spring Concert and Art Show tonight at 7:00 p.m. in Bandas Hall. 

Rev. Mr. Allan Paul Eilen will be ordained to the Holy Priesthood on Saturday May 30th at 10:00 a.m. at The 

Cathedral of Saint Paul.  Each member of Saint Agnes is invited to attend the ceremony.  If you have never attended 

an Ordination Mass, I heartily encourage you to do so.  The following day, the now Fr. Eilen will offer a Mass of 

Thanksgiving here at Saint Agnes during the 10:00 a.m. Mass.  The Mass will be a Latin Sung Mass in the Ordinary 

Form.  A reception will follow the Mass, hosted by the Altar and Rosary Society.

Missa Longa (K262) by Mozart.
