The Pastor’s Page 
Tu Es Sacerdos: In Gratitude for the Privilege of Priestly Service 
 

As one might expect, Frs. Erickson, Beaudet and I share many things in common as priests.  As this issue of the bulletin 

goes to press I am mindful that we also share a common ordination anniversary on May 27th.  It represents the day in which 

God blessed and graced us with the possibility of serving His people as priests. Anniversaries beckon us to reflect upon the 

blessings and challenges, the joys and struggles, the mundane and even the miraculous. It was the happiest day of my life. 
 

In 1989, gasoline was less than $1.00 per gallon, and a postage stamp was just 25 cents. The Tiananmen Square Massacre 

happened just a week after the big day, and the Berlin Wall came down less than six months later. I have been privileged to 

serve as an Associate Pastor, Vocation Director, Religion teacher/Chaplain and Seminary Faculty member before coming 

here.  For me, one highlight was when I received an invitation from Bishop Campbell to join the seminary faculty in 2003.  

He believed that I had something to offer our future priests. I was privileged to work with the newly ordained Fr. Allan Paul 

Eilen during that time, and rejoice with Fr. Eilen as he celebrates his Mass of Thanksgiving today at Saint Agnes. 
 

Since coming to The Church of Saint Agnes three years ago, I have gained profound respect for the sacrifices made by so 

many members of this parish, especially with respect to the great distances you travel and your deepest desire to worship 

God in complete fidelity to the Church.  The staff members in both the parish and in our school labor tirelessly because they 

believe in our mission.  I believe that the recovery of our parish school in 2007 has been one of the most important events in 

my priestly life.  Those were tense days, but I believe the powerful intercession of Saint Padre Pio and the prayers of the 

people helped to preserve us. We are significantly stronger as a result today. 
 

Challenges during these years since ordination have included sad divisions among members of the clergy that, while still 

present, have greatly subsided over the years.  There is a spirit of common mission today that is far stronger than I recall 

when I was first ordained.  This gives me great hope for the future.  There were dark days with respect to moral failures 

among members of the clergy, not excluding leaders whose tragic decisions, while typical for the times, only exacerbated 

the pain and suffering of those whose lives we should protect.  These events forced all of us in Holy Orders to re-evaluate 

our commitments and turn to the Lord in prayer and reparation.  It taught us that when the Church is brought to her knees, it 

is in fact the very place from which we gain our greatest strength. 
 

In some respects my three years at Saint Agnes have been the most challenging of the twenty.  Serving as pastor is quite 

different from teaching, and requires much more flexibility and a bevy of skills not utilized behind a lectern.  While teaching 

has perhaps felt more “natural,” what is paramount is the peace that comes from trying to do God’s will, however 

imperfectly. It is my fervent hope and prayer that Saint Agnes remains a beacon of hope in the Church, a parish deeply 

rooted in the Tradition of the Church and equally ready to share God’s saving truth in today’s world in communion with 

Archbishop Nienstedt, our local shepherd. 
 

The availability of the Sacrament of Penance is vitally important in the life of a parish.  Recall, confessions are 

available on the First Thursday of each month as well as Saturday afternoons and evenings.  Very few parishes offer 

Saturday evening confessions.  Why not consider bringing the whole family some Saturday evening for confessions, 

and then head out for a Dairy Queen or some other treat?  It is a great way to spend quality time together.  
 

The annual Corpus Christi procession is scheduled for June 14, 2009 following the 10:00 am Mass.  All of our First 

Communicants and wonderful altar servers are heartily encouraged to participate in the procession.  It is the final 

orchestral Mass for the season, and you will not want to miss it! 
 

We offer heartfelt congratulations and promise of prayers to Bishop-elect Lee A. Piche, named this past week by 

Pope Benedict XVI as Auxiliary Bishop of Saint Paul and Minneapolis.  Bishop-elect Piche currently serves as 

Vicar General and Moderator of the Curia, as well as pastor of The Church of Saint Andrew.  Recall, he preached 

this past Laetare Sunday at Vespers for the solemn closing of Forty Hours. May God bless him in his new ministry.

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Guidelines for Church Dress 
As we approach the warmer weather, it is always helpful to remind ourselves of proper attire for attending Mass.  Even in 

the warm weather we desire to put on our respective Sunday best.  In general, we encourage comfortable clothing that 

respects the canons of modesty.  Shorts are simply too casual for Mass.  For our gentlemen, collared shirts are most 

appropriate, ties are always welcome, and dress pants are to be preferred.  For our ladies, skirts and dresses of a modest 

length or dress slacks are preferred, steering clear of blouses or dresses that fail to properly cover the shoulders.  In so doing, 

we show reverence for God and our act of Sacred Worship.   
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Lord Nelson Mass by Haydn 
 

We are honored to present this famous Mass 

today as we celebrate two important events: 

1) the first Mass for Fr. Allan Paul Eilen—he 

is not only a member of the Church of St. Agnes, but also a 

member of the Twin Cities Catholic Chorale;  2) this very 

day (May 31) marks the anniversary of the death of Franz 

Joseph Haydn (1732-1809) two hundred years ago.   
 

The Lord Nelson Mass remains one of the most famous 

written by Haydn.  This Mass enjoyed great popularity 

during his lifetime, and continues to be one of the favorites 

o f  t h e  T wi n  C i t i e s  Ca t h o l i c  Ch o r a l e . 
 

Admiral Horatio Nelson trounced the French fleet in the 

Bay of Aboukir (Battle of the Nile) in August 1798 and was 

on a leisurely, roundabout journey back to Britain when he 

heard this Mass played at Esterhazy Palace in 1800. Haydn 

had composed it as the Missa in anguistiis (Mass in time of 

anxiety) two years earlier. By the time of the admiral’s 

heroic death in the Battle of Trafalgar in October 1805, it 

had become known as the Nelsonmesse, a nickname 

probably influenced by the military-sounding trumpets, 

soprano fireworks and jubilant finale.
