The Pastor’s Page 
I Will Give Them Shepherds: Choose From Our Homes Those Needed For Thy Work 
 

The celebration of a First Mass is a very special time in the life of a parish.  I was so edified by the prayerful and joyous 

spirit present in Church last Sunday for the Mass of Thanksgiving of Fr. Allan Paul Eilen.  We all rejoice in a new priest for 

the Church, but also because part of his vocation was nurtured right here at Saint Agnes.  In his adult years, Fr. Eilen joined 

this parish and sang with the Chorale at the 10:00 am Mass.  How wonderful now to see him leading us in prayer at the same 

Mass!  Father Eilen mentioned to me that he was nervous (who wouldn’t be?), but I think he did a wonderful job.   He has 

written a note of thanks elsewhere in this bulletin. 
 

The Altar and Rosary Society provided a beautiful reception afterwards that kept Fr. Eilen busy bestowing blessings until 

sometime well after 2:00 p.m.  At last Saturday’s Ordination Mass at the Cathedral, our own High School Choir and 

members from the Camber Choir and Men’s Schola combined to provide beautiful sacred music for the occasion.  I was 

justifiably proud of their efforts, as I was of the Twin Cities Catholic Chorale on Sunday. 
 

It is my sincere hope that these events inspire other boys and young men to consider lives of priestly service in the Church.  

In today’s Church it is not an easy life (was it ever?), but it is a most rewarding one.  There is great peace in knowing that 

you are trying to further the Kingdom of God in a world so in need of that peace.  A priest must stand for God’s truth and 

never waver in proclaiming that truth both in season and out.  He also must be willing to work with people at varying stages 

of commitment in their own life of faith, including those who are seriously struggling with their faith.  The shepherd must 

always seek the lost sheep and feed the flock with the solid food of truth and love. 
 

A future seminarian is not expected to have attained perfection, nor does a priest exhibit this quality.  We do need, however, 

young men who are willing to be perfected, who are zealous for the challenge presented in living a life of virtue in the midst 

of a society often trapped in behaviors antithetical to this life of virtue.  Fr. Erickson and I would be honored to speak with 

any young men about the possibility of a priestly vocation in their own lives.  We pray that God will continue to shed His 

light upon our hearts and minds that young people from our own families will hear His call and respond with generous 

hearts.  “Choose from our homes,” those needed for the work of the Church. 
 

Archbishop Nienstedt has granted Fr. Christopher Beaudet a study leave to complete his doctoral dissertation in 

Canon Law.  He will be returning to Washington DC for the next six months to complete his writing.  While we will 

be without his weekend assistance (except for an occasional visit) during this time, we will assure him of our 

prayers as he undertakes his important work.  Father Beaudet is an outstanding priest and homilist, and he has 

enriched us all with his presence.   
 

Our annual Corpus Christi Procession is scheduled for next Sunday June 14, 2009 following the 10:00 am Mass.  

All of our First Communicants and wonderful altar servers are heartily encouraged to participate.  It is the final 

orchestral Mass for the season, and you will not want to miss it! 
 

Those who seek to promote liberal abortion rights laws have reacted vehemently in the wake of the murder of Dr. 

Joseph Tiller, the doctor who openly performed late term abortions in Kansas.  This murder is completely 

antithetical to the valiant pro-life efforts of so many dedicated to the preservation of life.  We need to convert minds 

and hearts and work assiduously to change laws.

As we approach the warmer weather, it is always helpful to remind ourselves of proper attire for attending Mass.  Even in 

the warm weather we desire to put on our respective Sunday best.  In general, we encourage comfortable clothing that 

respects the canons of modesty.  Shorts are simply too casual for Mass.  For our gentlemen, collared shirts are most 

appropriate, ties are always welcome, and dress pants are to be preferred.  For our ladies, skirts and dresses of a modest 

length or dress slacks are preferred, steering clear of blouses or dresses that fail to properly cover the shoulders.  In so doing, 

we show reverence for God and our act of Sacred Worship.   
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Sanctissimae Trinitatis (K. 167)    

 

Mozart composed this delightful work at 

age 17. He dated it June 1773 and likely 

intended it for Trinity Sunday. The 

biographers of his early years, Stanley Sadie 

and Neal Zaslaw, think he may have written it for 

Salzburg’s  beautiful  Holy Trinity Church 

(Dreifaltigkeitskirche), built by Fischer von Erlach. The 

Trinitatis Mass is the only choral Mass Mozart composed 

without vocal solos, and the biographers doubt it was 

written for the city’s cathedral. Listen for the trumpets and 

the showy contrapuntal fugue in the Credo at “et vitam 

venturi.”
