L’Osservatore Romano: The Politics and Journalism of Naiveté

L’ Osservatore Romano (The Roman Observer) is an important newspaper produced in the Vatican that, while not an official
source of magisterial teaching, is reflective of positions within the Vatican. When an article carries with it three dots (i.e. ...)
underneath the text, it is a signal that the commentary carries a special weight of gravity, usually from a Vatican official. It
has been most troubling to read several recent essays, even though they lacked the three dots. Some commentators have
even dubbed the paper L 'Osservatore Obama

The recent flap in which President Obama’s Notre Dame’s speech was described in carefully constructed language of a
respectful and even praiseworthy tone, has left many bewildered. Because the President had noted in the Notre Dame
address that he would consider a “conscience clause” and strategically leaked before the speech that the FOCA bill is not the
highest priority of his administration, the editor concluded that his speech was respectful. He was moving the debate outside
of the logic of clashes, searching for common ground, etc. But the key line that really stung was when the editor related in
an interview that: “Obama non ¢ un presidente abortista.” The key word is a little difficult to translate precisely, but it
essentially means “Obama is not a pro-abortion president.” Some would translate abortista as “pro-choice.”

Well, his words have come back to haunt, and on June 5, 2009 a rare un-signed editorial clarification was issued. "In
reporting on some recent statements and initiatives of the president of the United States, L'Osservatore Romano certainly
did not intend to express appreciation for his positions on ethical questions." In a somewhat defensive tone it continued,
"Obviously the Holy See and L'Osservatore Romano have been, are, and will be standing side by side with the bishops of
the United States in their commitment to the inviolability of human life in whatever stage of its existence." This
clarification has been published on the front page of the USCCB website, further evidence that some significant damage
control is at play.

This recent flap illustrates the difficult political situation in which Catholics in America find themselves. Europeans are
extremely pleased that President Bush is out of office and the politically effective rhetoric of President Obama is reflective
of a general lack of appreciation by Europeans of the delicate state of abortion politics in this country. To say that an
individual is not “pro-abortion” is to demonstrate a profound lack of understanding of the political landscape in America and
plays right into the hand of the pro-choice agenda, that strategically places itself in the “middle” between extremes.

The fact that the most pro-abortion piece of legislation proposed in the history of the USA is not his “highest priority”
hardly qualifies as praiseworthy. The President is on record as saying that he supported FOCA during the campaign, and
while political exigencies may result in its delay or alteration, to even hint that this now becomes the default position of
“common ground” is utterly amazing. I would not be surprised if key leaders within the U.S. hierarchy communicated their
grave concern over the profound naiveté reflected in the essays and that they did so through appropriate diplomatic
channels. American politics is as delicate as it is complicated. Any U.S. President deserves the respect due to his office and
our promise of cooperation wherever possible. However, the naive conclusions drawn from 5000 miles away risk serious
damage to the careful and consistent efforts of the Catholic Church here to promote a true culture of life.

e Living a few steps from Church hardly qualifies as a “commute,” and thus my plea for a timely arrival at Mass must
be taken at face value. I express my gratitude for the sacrifices many of you make to attend Church here. It is never
easy getting the family together out the door and in the car only to drive many miles, with high summer gasoline
prices. With that caveat, 1 offer a gentle reminder of the importance of getting to Church on time. The difference of
five minutes can be significant. We honor our Lord best by our careful attention to our Sunday worship. Many
thanks for your cooperation.
