Caught Up In a Real Catch-22: Asking for Prayers

Have you ever hesitated to ask someone for prayers they might think that you are in dire straits? Yet, if we do not ask, we
know that we are missing a tremendous source of potential spiritual strength, so it is a bit of a “catch-22.” The origin of this
phrase is found in a 1961 Joseph Heller novel in which an Air Force Pilot was trying to avoid dangerous missions. In logical
terms the 'catch’ was that, by applying for exemption from highly dangerous bombing missions on the grounds of insanity,
the applicant proved himself to be sane (after all, that's what any sane person would do). One excerpt from the book related
that the sought-after exemption from dangerous missions fell under rule #22:

“All he had to do was ask; and as soon as he did, he would no longer be crazy and would have to fly more missions.

Orr would be crazy to fly more missions and sane if he didn't, but if he was sane he had to fly them. If he flew them

he was crazy and didn't have to; but if he didn't want to he was sane and had to.”

It seems to me that some people place themselves in a spiritual “catch-22” each time that they seek help from the Church.
Most married couples experiencing difficulties wait a number of months before seeking help, if they ever do. Had they
sought help sooner, potentially more could have been done to assist them. But the fear of appearing to be in trouble kept
them from seeking the help they know that they need. No parish is without people experiencing some kind of difficulty, but
they may not even want the priests to know. In some cases, the best spiritual help might be found outside of the particular
parish. Some people prefer to confess their sins somewhere other than their home parish, even with the anonymity provided
in the sacrament. Still others absent themselves for fear of being “detected,” even though they know that help could be
readily available. It is indeed a catch-22.

Priests may even hesitate asking for the prayers of the people, for fear that it may come across as a sign of weakness. Recall
though, Saint Paul tells us that it is in our weakness that we find our true strength. “Therefore, I am content with
weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and constraints, for the sake of Christ; for when I am weak, then I am
strong.” (2 Cor. 12:10) The Holy Father commented on this paradox in a Wednesday Audience address last fall:

The "scandal" and the "foolishness" of the cross are precisely in the fact that there, where there seems to be only failure,
sorrow and defeat, precisely there, is all the power of the limitless love of God, because the cross is the expression of
love and love is the true power that is revealed precisely in this apparent weakness. (29 Oct. 2008)

This past Friday the Holy Father initiated a special dedicated to the priests of the world. There is no catch-22 here. We
need such a year, we need and desire your prayers and support, even as we must acknowledge our own need for deeper
conversion. The pope said he was calling for the special year for priests in an effort to foster the priest's yearning "for
spiritual perfection, upon which the effectiveness of their ministry principally depends”. This coming week all the priests
of this Archdiocese will gather for several days with our shepherd, Archbishop Nienstedt, to reflect on the gift and mission
of our ministry, seeking to strengthen our bonds of fraternity and communion. So I ask without any diffidence, ‘“Please
keep us in your prayers!” May the Presbyteral Assembly truly be a grace-filled time together with our Shepherd.
