The Pastor’s Page 
The Greatest Generation: Sacrifice, Loyalty and Faith in the Early to Mid-20th Century 
 

The national holiday of Independence Day annually invites us to reflect upon both the blessings and challenges of life in 

these United States.  Quite often, my thoughts turn nostalgic, I admit.  I recently accompanied my parents to the new exhibit 

at the Minnesota History Center entitled, ñMinnesotaôs Greatest Generation.ò  The Center dedicates the exhibit to some truly 

remarkable people ï those who grew up during the Depression, came of age during World War II and participated in the 

post-war boom ï and notes well that their legacy has greatly influenced those of us who have come after. 

I was not surprised to see that my father was examining the soda fountain in the exhibit quite closely.  After all, I had known 

that he worked in a soda fountain as a teenager to help pay for his own Catholic high school tuition. But he was closely 

examining the fountain and suddenly called my mother over.  Look, it is a ñLiquid.ò  He was referring to the company that 

had produced the fountain, none other than Liquid Carbonics, my maternal grandfatherôs company!  It produced carbonated 

water, and offered the fountain owners a way to produce their own carbonated water, instead of buying it in bulky 

containers. This increased revenue and reduced the cost of operation for the soda fountain owner. If you are ever in Saint 

Peter MN, stop by the Museum sponsored by Soderlund Drugstore that has a classic example of a 1920ôs Liquid Carbonics 

fountain, made with 20 individual pieces of marble. But I digress! 

Do our children have an appreciation for such tremendous sacrifices of those of previous generations?  Probably not, and 

what a shame it is.  A good portion of the exhibit centers on the Second World War, as one might expect. We need to help 

them see what our grandparents did to make our lives better and more prosperous. Viewing this exhibit could certainly shed 

some light on just what life was like for these people, regular people like you and me.  But they lived in an extraordinary 

time of challenge, change and growth.  So many were loyal, hard-working and committed to their faith.  This impression 

comes to the surface in funeral after funeral that I celebrate of people from this generation, more and more of whom are 

reaping the eternal rewards for their labors. 
 

This can be seen in so many ways, including in the Church.  Just consider the growth of this Archdiocese after the war.  In 

the 1940ôs, the Archdiocese founded twenty-seven new parishes, eleven alone in the year 1946!  It has taken us the past 

forty years to establish as many new parishes as we did in 1946.  It was a time of tremendous growth and development, and 

many a priest chaplain returning from the war was assigned to ñgo and start a parishò and would proceed to build (usually in 

this order) a school and then a Church.   
 

These were giants, and we would do well to honor and emulate the examples of so many who have contributed to our 

Church and our country during this holiday weekend.  Yes, our nation faces many challenges.  I love my country, and 

always will. These challenges can either defeat us, or we can rise with resilience, like the members of the ñgreatest 

generation,ò and tackle them with faith and courage.  May our efforts to cooperate with Godôs grace, however humble and 

imperfect, one day play an even small role in making members of a future generation look back with pride at our legacy. 
 

The Presbyteral Assembly in Rochester at the end of June was an example of fruitful priestly cooperation within this 

Archdiocese.  We discussed the holy year of the priest and ways in which we can strengthen our ministry, that we 

may be more holy and effective witnesses of the Gospel.  The spirit was extremely positive, and we renewed our 

commitment to providing Godôs people with our fervent prayers and best efforts. 
 

Fr. Erickson is now enjoying a well-deserved vacation and will return after next weekendôs Masses. Despite the 

relatively limited time he is able to be with us due to his work within the Archdiocese, he has been such a faithful 

and joyous presence in this parish and in the rectory. 
 

If you think the beautiful flowers in the garden are somehow miraculously maintained, think again.  It is through the 

hard work and tireless efforts of some people whose faces would blush if I mentioned their names.  Instead, let us all 

offer a collective word of thanks to these ñhidden saintsò who help to brighten our Sunday mornings.
