The Pastor’s Page 
A Story of Survival and Courage: The Fragility and Gift of Life 

I could hardly believe the news.  Twelve-year old Bahia Bakari survived a horrible plane crash, when the Yemenese airliner 

in which she was flying crashed into the Indian Ocean while approaching the Comoros Islands. Apart from hypothermia, the 

sole survivor suffered a fractured collarbone and bruises to her face, elbow and foot.  The other 152 passengers are all 

presumed dead.  It forced me to think about the fragility of life and the miracle of our existence.  I cannot begin to imagine 

what must have been going through her mind, clinging to a piece of debris and floating for thirteen hours in the ocean. 

What would go through your mind in such a circumstance?  How could any of us begin to process those thirteen hours or the 

immediate aftermath of being rescued?  By all accounts, she should also have perished.  It raises some of the most profound 

thoughts possible about human existence and the meaning of life. How could this girl ever look at life the same again?  

Those who have survived life threatening illnesses and surgeries often feel similarly. 

Yet, the precious gift of our lives should not deter us from venturing out and about, for it is irrational to fear all activity that 

carries with it some danger, however small. Your chances of being involved in an aircraft accident are about 1 in 11 million. 

On the other hand, your chances of being killed in an automobile accident are 1 in 5000. Statistically, you are at far greater 

risk driving to the airport than getting on an airplane. But some people fear ñliving,ò that is, they fear normal daily activities 

and try to shield themselves from all dangers.  Risk is part of life, and we do no great service to our lives by shielding 

ourselves from every possible danger.  Little kids will scrape knees, and soccer players will twist ankles and so forth. 
 

But when I read of these incredible survival accounts, I end up taking stock of the true fragility of life, and realize once 

again that we really have no claim upon this world.  All is gift, and it should not take a plane crash for any of us to 

appreciate this.  But, the reality seems to be that it forces us to face some sober realities about the fragility of life.  God 

wants us to rejoice in life. As the Psalmist reminds us: ñYou changed my mourning into dancing; you took off my sackcloth 

and clothed me with gladness. With my whole being I sing endless praise to you. O LORD, my God, forever will I give you 

thanks.ò (Psalm 30:12-13)  Let us give thanks each day for the precious gift of our lives. 
 

The Minnesota Department of Health released its annual Abortion Report for 2008, and reported abortions in 

Minnesota dropped more than six percent. The report shows that there were 12,948 abortions reported in 2008, 

compared to 13,843 the previous year. The 2008 total is the lowest number on record since 1975. 
 

A press release distributed by the Bishops Conference of England and Wales affirmed that the beatification of the 

theologian and Catholic convert John Henry Newman is now certain to occur. The miracle that was approved by 

Pope Benedict XVI last week as a step in the cause of canonization was the 2001 healing of Deacon Jack Sullivan of 

Boston, MA. Cardinal Newman was one of the most influential theologians of his time. I still recall writing my first 

major college paper on an aspect of Cardinal Newmanôs thought. 
 

Next weekend is our annual opportunity to support the missionary work of the Church.  The homily at all Masses 

will be delivered by a Franciscan missionary from the Saint Louis, MO Province.  Each parish in the Archdiocese 

dedicates a weekend to the missions once per year with a visiting homilist.  The proceeds from our second 

collection will be forwarded to support the missionary efforts in the Church.  
 

As you may know, Sr. Julia Kubista and the three women living in community in our convent under her direction 

are relocating to Missouri. They continue to prepare in hopes of one day establishing a mission in Russia, and will 

do so as a Private Association of the Faithful under the sponsorship of Bishop Robert Finn of Kansas City.  In 

gratitude for their many contributions to the pro-life movement and their visible presence here at Saint Agnes, we 

would like to host a farewell for the women on Sunday July 26th with a reception in Schuler Hall.  More details will 

be forthcoming in next weekendôs bulletin.
