When a Pope Meets a President: Engaging the Culture in Order to Transform It 

I have never been one to get too excited about state protocol, foreign dignitaries and staged photo-ops.  I do know that in 

many cases people make too much out of diplomatic gestures and statements.  The classic example is the U.N. Resolution, 

painstakingly crafted consensus based paragraphs with little or no force behind them. That being said, it is significant when 

a Pope meets with a Head of State, as occurred last week following the G8 Summit.  

I was a seminarian when Pope John Paul II met with Austrian president Kurt Waldheim in 1987 and I recall our spirited 

dinner table conversations debating whether or not the Pope should meet with a man with a Nazi past.  Some would even 

criticize Pope Benedict XVI for meeting with President Obama, allowing a photo-op that could be used for political gain.  I 

respectfully disagree on both counts. 

The Holy Father is the spiritual leader of the Roman Catholic Church, and he is also a Head of State in his own right.  It is 

one of the principal duties of the Holy See to engage cultures and governments, in hopes of imbuing the culture with the 

truth of the Gospel and to be a visible presence and voice of conscience in the world.  I cringe when I see captions mocking 

the Pope for smiling and shaking hands with a Head of State, as if the mere meeting connotes a tacit approval of all the 

policies of the given individual.  This is simply absurd, of course.  The Holy Father desires to engage the world that the 

world might be transformed through the light of the Gospel. 
 

I watched video of President Obama being received in the Vatican, and he was most respectful when meeting the Pope. 

They spoke for nearly thirty minutes in private before the president introduced members of his cabinet and his wife and 

children.  The First Lady followed standard protocol, appearing dressed in black with a mantilla covering her head.  Ever 

since Dwight D. Eisenhower met with Pope John XXIII in 1959, each sitting President has met with the Pope at least once. 

In fact, George W. Bush met the pope six times (both John Paul II and Benedict XVI), so the most recent meeting is nothing 

out of the ordinary. 
 

The Vatican Press release following President Obama’s meeting with Pope Benedict XVI indicated that the “cordial” 

conversation “turned first of all to questions which are in the interests of all and which constitute a great challenge for the 

future of every nation and for the true progress of peoples, such as the defense and promotion of life and the right to abide 

by one’s conscience.”  The tone of the message communicated here would appear to be clear. 
 

The Holy Father gave to President Obama one additional gift than those that had been anticipated. The pope presented him a 

copy of a Vatican document on Bioethics. Issued in December, the document outlines the Church's opposition to using 

embryos for stem cell research, cloning and in-vitro fertilization. The President noted that he would have some additional 

reading on his fight to Ghana, the country on the next leg of his overseas journey. I suspect that many of you may share my 

skepticism whether the gift of this document might change the mind of the President on such key bio-medical issues.  

However, if anyone might be successful in encouraging the President to better understand current Church teaching on such 

key life issues, the act of the Pope personally handing a copy to the president might facilitate a more careful and sympathetic 

reading. For this reason alone, the visit was well worth it and hopefully will produce some good fruit. 
 

This weekend is our annual opportunity to support the missionary work of the Church.  We welcome as homilist at 

all Masses, Rev. James Perluzzi, a Franciscan missionary from the Saint Louis, MO. The proceeds from our second 

collection will be forwarded to support the missionary efforts in the Church.  
 

We will host a farewell reception next Sunday July 26th following the 8:30 am Mass in Schuler Hall for Sr. Julia 

Kubista, MM and the women who have been assisting her in laying the groundwork for a future mission in 

Vladivostok, Russia. Please stop by to bid farewell as the women prepare to move their base of operations to Kansas 

City, MO. May God be with them in this next step of their journey.
