Preserving our Treasures: Continued Blessings, Progress and Plans

God is certainly watching and guiding The Church and School of Saint Agnes as we continue to move forward with great
hope for the future. Our Church construction began almost 100 years ago, while our school building dates from 1939. Our
school has been truly blessed with the addition of some wonderful new families and excellent faculty members in recent
months. Our projected enrollment is scheduled to be increasing for next year; the final numbers are still a work in progress.
But in a time where many other schools are seeing a declining enrollment or even closing, we are humbled and encouraged.

Those of you who are blessed to live in a newer home may not have to deal with maintenance issues on a weekly basis, but
those of us caring for older buildings know too well both the blessings and burdens of older structures. They come with lots
of character and often include fine architectural detail, but can be a major challenge to maintain. Such is the case with our
physical plant here at Saint Agnes. Even when I have given Church tours to visiting priests and others, many comment on
how difficult it must be to maintain the Church and school. It is indeed, and much more could be done if the funding was
available. But we move forward step by step, even as the needs are great.

I am excited to formally announce a major facility improvement that will begin even before school starts on September 1*.
In May, a most generous supporter of Saint Agnes stepped forward with a $500,000 challenge gift in order for us to replace
our windows throughout the school building, in addition to addressing longstanding masonry issues on both the school and
convent buildings. By mid-June, we raised an additional $500,000 though the incredible generosity of several supporters in
order to complete the majority of the work. We are continuing to raise the necessary funds to complete the entire project
(85% raised to date), and have received Archdiocesan approval to proceed just in the couple weeks. It is a great undertaking
and will require some flexibility as the estimated project completion date is sometime after Thanksgiving.

We proceed with a careful stewardship of our resources, under the guidance of our Parish Finance Council, having reduced
our $1M parish debt by 50% over the past three years; an annual financial report will be distributed in the Fall. It is
important to note that this long overdue window/masonry project will be completed using funds raised exclusively through
the tremendous generosity of benefactors of our school. While the school is a ministry of the parish, we are grateful that it is
not foreseen that any parish funds will be needed for this repair project. The masonry work will take us into late September,
followed by the replacement of our seventy-year old windows with new energy efficient, double hung windows. When
completed later this year the building will look magnificent. In fact, the same architect who supervised the Church
renovation in 1986 will oversee this project.

At this same time, we are in the early stages of seeking support for some needed repair work in our Church. Some of the
projects we are exploring include work needed on the front steps, the possibility of a handicapped accessible bathroom, and
the restoration of the original air flow system which has been inoperable for years T this would make the Church more
comfortable during the warm summer months. Gratefully, the weather has been fairly comfortable this season. These
projects are on our mind as we look to the 100™ anniversary of the completion of our Church in 2012, the cornerstone of
which was laid on 17 Oct. 1909. While all of these possibilities would be a labor of love, I believe that our sacrifices would
have for their ultimate purpose the rendering of more perfect praise and glory to God. His grace will allow us to complete
the necessary work, and hopefully in so doing will encourage others to join our beautiful parish.
