Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion: Sharing the Body of Christ with the Sick

In recent months, the priests and deacons of Saint Agnes have seen a rise in the number of individuals who are requesting to
bring Holy Communion to a sick relative or friend. These are laudable requests as they indicate a deep devotion to the
Blessed Sacrament and a firm belief in the True Presence of Christ in the Sacred Species. In the midst of these requests,
there remains a truly critical need for catechesis on the Blessed Sacrament, as well as a clarification on the proper respect
and care needed by those members of the Lay Faithful who are privileged to distribute Holy Communion to homebound
friends or family.

“Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion should receive sufficient spiritual, theological, and practical preparation to
fulfill their role with knowledge and reverence. In all matters they should follow the guidance of the diocesan
bishop.” (Norms for the Distribution and Reception of Holy Communion Under Both Kinds in the Dioceses of the United
States of America), NDRHC, no. 28) This document is particular law for all dioceses in the United States. It is the
responsibility of the pastor to ensure that this formation is provided.

Therefore, beginning next month, the Church of Saint Agnes will require all those who wish to distribute Holy Communion
to the homebound to attend a morning workshop in the daily Mass chapel at Saint Agnes. This workshop, which will cover
matters such as the Real Presence, the proper way to purify the pyx, and the proper attitude and bearing of those carrying
our Eucharistic Lord, will be offered by our own Fr. John Paul Erickson. It will take place on Saturday August 15, 2009 at
9:00 am, following the 8:00 Mass of the Solemnity of the Assumption. That Mass will be upstairs in the main Church to
highlight its nature as a special Holy Day in the Church. The session will last about an hour.

It is necessary for one who desires to be delegated as an Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion to be a fully registered
member of The Church of Saint Agnes. This is in keeping with the liturgical norms of the Universal and local Church that
require deputation from the local pastor for anyone who will be bringing Holy Communion with any regularity.

Please know that the priests and deacons of Saint Agnes remain committed to bringing Holy Communion to the homebound
when asked to do so. While our ability to bring the Blessed Sacrament to individuals each week is quite limited due to other
legitimate demands, we will do everything in our power to ensure that the members of Saint Agnes, regardless of their
ability to attend Mass on Sunday, are able to receive our Eucharistic Lord in Holy Communion. I would also like to offer a
word of thanks to our Legion of Mary for their willingness to continue to go out and visit the homebound. They do great
service for this parish, under the spirited leadership of Deacon Pedersen. We would ask any people who currently bring
Holy Communion to the homebound to please call the parish office at 651.925.8800, to register for the session.

e The Altar Servers who will be spending a day at Valleyfair with Deacon Hughesdon, Fr. Erickson and me this
Thursday August 6™ are encouraged to join us for the 8:00 am Mass. We will load the bus at 9:00 am, returning by
5:00 pm. We are grateful for the faithful service of our servers, and look forward to our day together. Fr. Erickson
will partake of all stomach-churning rides, while I accompany Deacon Hughesdon to an air-conditioned spot for a
cool drink. Age has its privileges!

e Did you know that when our Holy Father was taken to the hospital following his fall while on vacation, he insisted
on waiting his turn to be operated upon? He refused special treatment and waited patiently (no pun intended) for the
procedure to set his wrist. Once a servant, always a servant. He transferred this week to the papal residence at
Castel Gandolfo in the Alban hills, where he will avoid the Roman August heat.

e The Ice Cream Social is just two weeks away on August 16™. It is a wonderful way for all our parishioners to
socialize and to offer honor to the Blessed Mother.
