The Health Care Debate: Trying to Shed Some Light on a Complicated Topic

When [ first entered the seminary during the 1981-82 school year, I was a Freshman in college. Hedging my bets a bit, |
enrolled in pre-med. I hoped to have a medical school acceptance in one hand and a major seminary acceptance in the other
by Senior year. Then I would be free to make the final choice. I ended up dropping out of pre-med by the middle of my
Sophomore year, switching to philosophy. I believe I made the right call for any number of reasons, but after trying to keep
up with the heated national health care debate, I am even more convinced I made the right decision! I am quite confused by
it all, and also troubled.

When I injured my hand a number of years ago, necessitating a trip to the emergency room for stitches, I was quite surprised
at the cost of the procedure upon receiving a bill. Most Americans think that our health care system needs attention on a
national level. However, the proposals currently on the table leave many confused because the public debate lacks needed
specificity, and when the details do emerge, many more questions are left unanswered. Obviously, the U.S. Bishops have
voiced concern over issues of the protection of life from the moment of conception, federal funding for abortion and end of
life issues. The position of the Church is quite clear. The U.S. Bishops letter to Congress stated some general principles,
offering these as a guide:

a truly universal health policy with respect for human life and dignity;

access for all with a special concern for the poor and inclusion of legal immigrants;

pursuing the common good and preserving pluralism including freedom of conscience and variety of options;
restraining costs and applying them equitably across the spectrum of payers.

It is one thing to voice favor for comprehensive health care, but quite another to publicly support one particular form over
another. The Catholic social tradition permits several ways of approaching complicated economic and political issues, and
there is no univocal Catholic position on the economics of health care reform. In other words, a general principle would
hold that people have a right to health care, but is that saying the same thing as the government should tax the wealthy so
that all people living in the United States (legally or illegally) have a guarantee of health insurance? No. If suddenly with
the stroke of a pen, 40 million more people have a health plan, how will this affect the health care of currently insured
Americans, especially seniors?

In addition to the grave pro-life concerns with the proposed legislation, the Catholic Medical Association has reservations of
an economic nature. As the politically neutral and painstakingly accurate Congressional Budget Office points out, the
legislation does nothing to reduce long-term costs. Rather, current legislation increases costs by hundreds of billions of
