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An Uneasy Spirit: Health Care Debate as a Sign of Something Deeper (Part Two) 

When Minneapolis attorney Sam Kaplan, new U.S. Ambassador to the Morrocco, was interviewed by NPR, he described his 

role with these words: “I am the personal representative of the President of the United States…” Now I may be nitpicking, 

but in fact, he represents the United States of America. The United States is more than any President, even though it is 

understood that an ambassador represents the views of the current administration. We the American people are the 

employers of elected officials.   

Despite the accusations of Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-CA) branding those who vociferously disagree with the House proposal 

for health care reform as “un-American,” I sense that the monumental outcry over Health Care Reform is actually a sign of 

vitality in our country.  When leaders become out of touch, they gain a sense of entitlement and a sense of superiority that 

negates basic realities of how our government is designed to operate. 

If this proposal is to be stopped, it will require a Herculean effort on the part of the American people to communicate a 

strong message of disapproval for what would surely be the single largest government intrusion into our private healthcare 

decisions. As I wrote last week, to say that human beings have a right to health care is not the same as saying that universal 

health care insurance should be provided by the federal government.  Unfortunately, this distinction is all too often lost.  

There is also the Catholic principle of subsidiarity in Catholic Social teaching which stipulates that a social problem should 

first be dealt with at a local level before being addressed at higher, governmental levels. 

There is no doubt that there will be some rationing of health care.  To a certain extent, we already have it.  For example, 

there are long lists of people awaiting liver transplants due to a lack of viable livers!  The facts surrounding the availability 

organs “rations” the demand for this service.  Insurance companies also deny requests for certain services. But this is 

different than a government run program, empowered with decision making powers. Under the proposed legislation, the 

federal government will be making the decision about when and where to deny individual requests for health care.   

The Catholic voice must be heard in this debate.  The Catholic Church has been the largest private health care provider in 

the United States going back at least to 1727, with the founding of Charity Hospital in New Orleans. Today, 15% of all 

hospital beds are located in Catholic institutions.  I urge you, as citizens, to make your voices heard.  Write your 

congressional leaders, call and leave a message, go to a town hall meeting.  But we must not sit back and allow such major 

decisions to be made on our behalf without our voices being heard.  The public involvement I have witnessed is 

encouraging, and now I see why some had hoped this bill would be signed before the August recess.   

Recently, I re-read the U.S. Constitution for the first time in years (with apologies to my high school history teacher!).  I 

urge you to do the same. This year, I will be at the State Fair again, but I will be visiting more than the animal barns and 

food stands.  I intend to visit the booths of our elected officials and participate in the democratic process.  Stay tuned. 
 

There will be a meeting to discuss the possibility of forming a home school co-op here at Saint Agnes.  This co-op 

would focus on art, music and physical education.  The group would meet approximately two times per month.  For 

those who wish to explore this opportunity, please call Beth Jalbert at 651-235-7446 or Amy Schaeffer at 651-774-

4545 for more information.
