The above quotation from a sermon of Saint Augustine (S. 336, 1 T PL 38, 1472) aptly describes a fundamental aspect of our
worship of God each and every Sunday. Without question, music is a great gift. My first exposure to music came via piano
lessons from my great-aunt, herself a professional organist at churches here and in New York City. When it became clear
that my gift with not with tickling the ivory, she suggested a different musical instrument T the saxophone. I ended up
playing it for the better part of the next twenty years.

Recently, I had the opportunity to visit with an alumnus of Saint Agnes High School (Class of 1955) by the name of Richard
Proulx. Now retired, this amiable gentleman is an accomplished organist, composer and conductor of Sacred Music. In the
course of our conversation, he was adamant that th
Grade School and at Saint Agnes High School, helped to shape his love of sacred music. He was quite intentional about the
i mportance of being exposed to music at an early a
parish, and he was delighted. Incidentally, one of his first compositions was done while still in High School, and is a setting
of the Latin Offertory antiphon for the Feast of Saint Agnes!

Sacred Music teaches us much about the true, the good and the beautiful. It was especially the 6™ century philosopher
Boethius (d. 524 AD) and Church Father Cassiodoras (d. 583 AD) who among others codified the Seven Liberal Arts: the
trivium of grammar, logic, and rhetoric; and the quadrivium of arithmetic, music, geometry, and astronomy. This formed
the basis of a truly classical education. Music was always seen as part of a basic education, and not, as if often the case
today, as an add-on, or extra-curricular activity. We have an opportunity, in even a small way, to form young minds and
hearts in the love of the living tradition of our Church with regard to sacred choral music.
