The Pastor’s Page 
Twenty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time                 August 30, 

'Euntes docete omnes gentes': The Pastoral Duty to Teach the Faith  
 
You have seen the above inscription over the front doors of our Cathedral… “Go and teach all nations.”  While the duty to 

transmit the Catholic Faith is one of the principal responsibilities of all Christians, it especially falls to the Pastor to oversee 

this teaching within his parish.  The Code of Canon Law lists relatively succinct duties, and religious education is one of the 

principal ones.  It is worth quoting at some length: 
 

Canon 528 - § 1.  The pastor is obliged to see to it that the word of God in its entirety is announced to those living in 

the parish; for this reason he is to see to it that the lay Christian faithful are instructed in the truths of the faith, 

especially through the homily which is to be given on Sundays and holy days of obligation and through the 

catechetical formation which he is to give; he is to foster works by which the spirit of the gospel, including issues 

involving social justice, is promoted; he is to take special care for the Catholic education of children and of young 

adults; he is to make every effort with the aid of the Christian faithful, to bring the gospel message also to those who 

have ceased practicing their religion or who do not profess the true faith.  
 
I take this responsibility seriously, having utilized the Pastor’s Page for the past three years as one tool for teaching. I want 

to bring you up to date on some important ways in which we are trying to teach the faith here at Saint Agnes.  Deacon 

Nathan Allen will once again offer a course for those interested in exploring or deepening their understanding of the 

Catholic Faith.  Using the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Deacon Allen will lead people through the basics of our faith.  

I especially urge those who may be at all interested in possible entrance into full Communion with the Church to attend 

these classes.  They will be held on Thursday nights at 7:00 p.m. in Schuler Hall beginning on September 24th.  
 
A pastor has a duty to provide a framework for the education of our younger members, through solid sacramental 

preparation and formation in the faith.  To this end, I invite any interested adults who may be interested in teaching in our 

Religious Education program to contact the parish.  This year, Mrs. Elizabeth OôNeill will be coordinating our Wednesday 

evening program (popularly known as CCD), assisted by an able corps of volunteer teachers, including our own Sisters of 

Charity. Mrs. O’Neill will be responsible in particular for setting up the various grade level classes, working with our 

volunteer teachers, and directing the curriculum. She has an extensive background in religious education. 
 
Our parish will once again celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation for our young people.  We have received word that 

Saint Agnes candidates will be confirmed at The Cathedral of Saint Paul on February 11, 2010, the Feast of Our Lady of 

Lourdes.  Mrs. Joan Decker will serve as Coordinator of Confirmation for all those registered parishioners seeking this 

sacrament, whether students in our school, those enrolled in Religious Education classes, and those who are home-schooled. 

Mrs. Kathleen OôHern will serve as Coordinator for First Holy Communion in early May 2010.  
 
In keeping with current Archdiocesan guidelines, candidates for Confirmation must be no younger than in the eighth grade 

(ca. 14 years of age, cf. Clergy Bulletin Vol. XV, Num. 7).  Older students who for whatever reason have not yet been 

confirmed, will be able to enroll in a special program of instruction geared specifically to them for their preparation. We will 

offer preparation annually for the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
 

Please offer prayers for the repose of the soul of Sister Rosalie M. Siebenaler, SSND, who died at the age of 96 at the 

motherhouse in Mankato MN.  Sister taught Kindergarten at Saint Agnes from 1954-82, nearly thirty years in this 

school!  She touched hundreds and hundreds of lives, and was confidently in charge of her classroom, every step of the 

way! Considering that I am exhausted after five minutes with our youngest students, her feat is all the more remarkable 

to me!  Requiescat in pace.  
 

Our Archdiocese has operated a mission in Venezuela since 1970. An education bill signed into law by Venezuelan 

President Hugo Chavez will remove religious education from the nation’s schools. One clause of the new law, which 

covers all levels of education and both public and private institutions, requires education to have a “lay character  . . .in 

all circumstances.” This is a massive blow for the Church, and Chavez has been quite open about his hatred for the 

Catholic Church as well as the United States.
