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1969: The Year of Great Change in the Church and Society

I recently saw a portion of a History Channel Special about the year 1969 (subtitled The Year Everything Changed). Even as
I found myself in radical disagreement with the assessment of the value of the changes brought about in our country (and in
the Church), I could not disagree with the facts being forwarded. I also lamented that a 40-year retrospective covered a year
in which I myself have personal memories! The documentary posited that a series of events (Woodstock, sexual revolution,
Vietnam, Apollo 11, etc.) brought about a radical change in our country. It was a year that pushed boundaries on stage (Oh/
Calcutta!), screen (Midnight Cowboy), and the printed page as magazines peddling pornography became “mainstream.” The
year witnessed the genesis of the gay rights movement at Stonewall, and ushered the era of the “no fault” divorce. We are
still picking up the pieces.

Shortly thereafter, I can still remember my father’s comment to me as if it was yesterday. We were driving along Cretin
Ave. in Saint Paul in his brand new 1971 Chevy Impala, and seeing a long-haired figure on the sidewalk he commented:
“Johnny, it’s getting to the point where you can’t tell the girls form the boys anymore!” While ostensibly a remark
concerning hair length, in point of fact there was much more going on in our nation than any eight year-old could
comprehend. It was a time of tremendous change, and now that the dust has settled, it should be patently obvious that the
changes have not been positive. In an attempt to free society from the shackles of authority, in fact it has only produced
slavery to one’s passions.

But have the changes brought about renewed sense of happiness and hopefulness in our society? I think that this answer is
also patently obvious — NO! People are not happier when they are divorced than when they are married. People are not
more “at peace” when they are involved in a string of relationships, each of which ends in a break-up than when married.
Children are not better off in single parent homes, etc. So, enough doom and gloom - what’s the fix? What are we able to do
about this here at Saint Agnes in our own times?

We, no doubt sinners all, are trying to provide an atmosphere of faith in which we live our lives wrapped in a mantle of
God’s love and grace. We do so in a supportive environment, seeking a common vision of life in Christ. This vision is
shaped by a set of core beliefs of our Catholic faith that frames our behavior, both religiously and socially. We believe that
the Eucharist is the “source and summit” of our Christian Life (cf. Lumen Gentium, n.11) and the manner in which we
celebrate the liturgy reflects this belief. We desire the full sacramental life of the Church.

We have expended much time and energy to support our fine parish school because we firmly believe that a faithfully
Catholic education will make a difference in the lives of our young people. Saint Agnes School is the only remaining
Catholic parish operated K-12 school in the Archdiocese. We are grateful and humbled by our strengthened presence and
remain committed to providing this education and formation for many more generations. On a weekend in which we reflect
on the importance and value of labor, let us re-double our efforts to remain rooted in truth and charity, that we may serve as
a leaven of hope in the Church and in society. May our labors in the vineyard of the Lord provide good fruit.
