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Finding a Spiritual Home: The Truth and Meaning of Parish Life in the Church 
When giving a tour of our Church this summer to a Christian congregation from the area, I expressed hope that one day we 

may have even more parishioners living in the neighborhood.  I explained that most parishes are territorial, set by definitive 

boundaries, but that Saint Agnes was established in 1887 as a “national” parish. This explanation was met with some 

incredulity by our visitors.  It had never occurred to them that this is how the Catholic Church operates.  It was quite 

interesting.  To them, it made sense that people attend church where they choose, not as a factor of geography. I realized 

how different was my “mind set.”  I drive my priest friends crazy while driving by asking such mundane questions as, 

“What parish do you think we are in right now?  Or, “What diocese are we in…who is the local ordinary?”  They simply roll 

their eyes.  My world is quite neatly divided up according to “ecclesiastical circumscriptions,” as they are called. It works 

for me! 
 
According to my Greek-English Lexicon of the New Testament and Early Christian Literature (University of Chicago 

Press), the word “parish” comes from the Greek paroikia meaning “the stay or sojourn of one who is not a citizen in a 

strange place, also the foreign country itself.”  This is both curious as well as instructive, and it cites various biblical usages 

(Wisdom 19:10) or Acts of the Apostles 13:17: “The God of this people Israel chose our fathers and made the people great 

during their stay (paroikia) in the land of Egypt, and with uplifted arm, he led them out of it.”  The dictionary goes on to 

expound that the word was used in early Christianity by the Church fathers to refer to a congregation “in so far as it 

represents a community of such „strangers‟ (Eusebius, Ecclesiastical History, 4, 23, 5.).  While this may at first strike the 

reader as having a negative connotation, in reality, I think nothing could be further from the truth.  Why?   
 
It is precisely because any community, be it a neighborhood community, school, town or Church community, is necessarily 

made up of people who are not generally related to one another by blood, but by some other connection.  And in fact, they 

may well be strangers at first.  The real question is, “Will they remain strangers?” Or, will their common bonds spur them on 

to a greater sense of unity and communion with each other, truly transforming strangers into brothers and sisters in the Lord 

Jesus? The history of Saint Agnes parish is filled with examples of families who arrived here from different regions of 

German speaking Europe in the late 19th century.  Through the common bonds of the Catholic faith, they formed what 

would soon become the most vibrant ethnic German parish in the Diocese. 
 
With our Fall Festival just a month away, I think it most appropriate to reflect a bit on the nature and meaning of a parish in 

the Church, both historically and today.  After all, we will soon gather to celebrate and commemorate the 100th anniversary 

of the laying of the cornerstone for our beautiful church building. A parish “is a certain community of Christ‟s faithful stably 

established within a particular Church, whose pastoral care, under the authority of the diocesan Bishop, is entrusted to a 

parish priest as its proper pastor.” (Code of Canon Law, canon #515)  This is the most basic definition given by the Church 

herself, and in future columns, I hope to expound on this definition in greater detail, bringing it to life.  
 

We invite all interested families who wish to sign up their children (grades 1-12) for Religious Education classes to 

do so after Sunday Masses this weekend.  Mrs. O’Neill (Religious Education Coordinator), Mrs. Decker 

(Confirmation Coordinator) and Mrs. O’Hern (First Holy Communion Coordinator) will be on hand to answer 

questions and take registrations.  The ladies will be in Schuler Hall.  Classes begin September 23rd. 
 

It is encouraging to see some new families visiting our parish on a more regular basis.  Those who may be 

considering formally joining the parish and encouraged to stop by to see one of the priests.  We would be happy to 

answer any questions you may have.
