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Parish Activity: “Participation” as a Key Component of Catholic Life

Numerous studies have been conducted in the Church, attempting to better understand the attitudes and practices of
Catholics today. Without question these studies can be helpful, but much in the findings also reflects common sense and
obvious inferences from available data. For most people, the central form of participation in parish life is through the
Sunday Mass. We have individuals and families truly committed to this parish, who worship at Saint Agnes week in and
week out. This is despite the fact that nationally, fewer than 40% of Catholics attend Mass weekly. The more regularly that
Catholics attend Sunday Mass, the more committed they remain to the Church’s teachings and discipline.

There are many and varied ways to participate in parish life. People are in different stages of their life, with different levels
of energy and time that they are able to devote. What is most important is that people try to participate. The homebound
parishioner who faithfully mails in regular contributions (or Fall Festival raffle tickets!) is participating in a beautiful way,
according to his or her abilities. Some have written letters requesting copies of the bulletins to be sent to them, as they are
unable to attend. We are most happy to oblige because, again, it is a form of staying connected to the parish, and I honor
that commitment.

Some come downstairs to Schuler Hall for coffee and donuts, even if for a few minutes to catch up with other members of
the parish, and to enjoy some good conversation. Fellowship is an important part of parish life, and I certainly encourage
your support and full participation on Sundays. Others volunteer on committees, with Church clean-up, gardening, the All
Saints Party, Vacation Bible School, or a host of other activities.

The traditional Precepts of the Church have been a most useful guide through the centuries. Our Catechism describes them
in paragraph 2041: “The precepts of the Church are set in the context of a moral life bound to and nourished by liturgical
life. The obligatory character of these positive laws decreed by the pastoral authorities is meant to guarantee to the faithful
the indispensable minimum in the spirit of prayer and moral effort, in the growth in love of God and neighbor.” (Emphasis
added) Furthermore, Episcopal Conferences can establish other ecclesiastical precepts for their own territories (can. 455)

The Catechism lists five: (1) You shall attend Mass on Sundays and on holy days of obligation and rest from servile labor.
(2) You shall confess your sins at least once a year. (3) You shall receive the sacrament of the Eucharist at least during the
Easter season. (4) You shall observe the days of fasting and abstinence established by the Church. (5) You shall help to
provide for the needs of the Church. The fifth precept is broadly worded, but it clearly is incumbent upon each of us to
carefully examine our commitments in light of these precepts and seek ways to observe them faithfully. Future installments
in this series of articles on the Catholic parish will seek to elaborate on aspects of the precepts. Your faithful and regular
participation in the life of this parish is critically important and will ensure our strong future.

e The beautiful sounds of our Twin Cities Catholic Chorale have been wafting through the air on Tuesday evenings, as
rehearsals are underway for a new season. Our Children’s Choir is also hard at work preparing for their “debut, ” also
on Sunday October 17", We are deeply blessed by the tremendous commitment of all of our choir members.

e Thank you for your continued patience with regard to the significant tuck-pointing work that is being done on the school
and convent. An area of the convent has required some significant additional work, but in the long run it is better to
address these issues completely. Maintaining our entire parish campus is part of good stewardship.

e I encourage our parishioners to park in the Lafond and Thomas parking lot as much as possible on Sundays. The east
side of Kent St. next to the Church and Thomas Ave. are also possibilities, but I would encourage you to avoid the spots
right in front of people’s homes, if it is possible to find an open space elsewhere.
