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Fostering a Catholic Culture: A Sense of Belonging for All in the Parish 
I admit that I am somewhat nostalgic.  When I have celebrated weddings of couples who first met in High School, later 

started dating and then got married, I have found it quite touching. But I never envisioned in my wildest dreams performing 

weddings of couples that met “online” through Catholic dating services.  But I have witnessed several such marriages. Why 

have they gone this route?  Because they had found it so difficult to meet people of a similar background in which the 

Catholic Faith was central.  While perhaps a sad commentary on our modern culture, it is also the reality that some 

wonderful couples have found each other through technology and are leading happy and faith-filled married lives. 

 

In discussing the importance of parishes these past weeks, I have written about ways we support our parish.  Involvement is 

one key aspect, as we all desire that our parishes would occupy a central place in our lives, in all its stages.  Our youth are 

important.  They deserve our best efforts to keep them connected and engaged with the Church. Part of this includes 

socializing with other like-minded young Catholics, learning and growing in their faith.  Our Church will be much stronger 

if we promote such involvement among our youth. 

 

I am not aware of a single apostolic visit of the Holy Father that has not included a message to youth at some point during 

the visit.  In the Holy Father’s journey to the Czech Republic last week, he said this to the youth: 

At your age, the first major choices are made, choices that can set your lives on a particular course, for better or 

worse. Unfortunately, many of your contemporaries allow themselves to be led astray by illusory visions of spurious 

happiness, and then they find themselves sad and alone… the Lord comes to meet each one of you. He knocks at the 

door of your freedom and asks to be welcomed as a friend. He wants to make you happy, to fill you with humanity 

and dignity. The Christian faith is this: encounter with Christ, the living Person who gives life a new horizon and 

thereby a definitive direction. And when the heart of a young person opens up to his divine plans, it is not difficult to 

recognize and follow His voice. 

 

These and similar words have echoed in my heart as our parish seeks ways to reach out to all of our members, in each stage 

of their lives.  We have added a Children’s Choir for some of our youngest members, and now desire to launch a Sunday 

evening Youth Program for parishioners of High School age.  We have assembled a core team of young adults to assist us, 

and I am confident that this program is solidly based upon the sound doctrine of the Church, coupled with that necessary 

socialization that is so important to youth. Each evening will include prayer, a teaching based upon the life of a saint, and 

time for social interaction.  Youth will also participate in service opportunities to help bring their faith to bear in the world.  

A parent Open House will provide an opportunity to meet the team and learn more about the program.  Please pray for the 

success of this endeavor.  

 

This weekend marks our annual Respect Life Week sponsored by the Catholic Bishops of the United States. The degree 

to which some of these issues have polarized the country can be demonstrated by the debate over health care.  Prolife 

leaders decry the complicated language that may well “hide” abortion coverage from the bill, while getting added 

through the back door. Under both the House and Senate approaches, the decision to offer abortion coverage in the 

public plan would be made by the Health and Human Services secretary, herself a fierce proponent of legal abortion.
