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Saint Agnes a Century Ago: An Unprecedented Time of Growth

From the crest of the hill within Calvary Cemetery, one can see a beautiful naturally framed picture postcard view of the two
most beautiful Churches in all of Saint Paul, the Cathedral of Saint Paul and of course, The Church of Saint Agnes (featured
on the bulletin cover). The plots reserved for clergy are conveniently located on this crest, and one can see in the
tombstones a veritable history of the Catholic pioneers who helped to make this local Church great. Included in this swath of
|l and are the graves of some of Saint Agnesd first
tremendous debt of gratitude as the builder of our church.

John Solnce immigrated to the United States from Austria as a nineteen year-old and settled in Milwaukee, where he had
been recruited by Father James Trobec (first pastor of Saint Agnes). As yet, we did not have our own seminary, and Solnce
attended Saint Francis Seminary in Milwaukee. Ordained in 1884, he served in parishes in New Ulm, Owatonna, and at
Saint Matthewbs in Saint Paul before coming to Sai
Cloud. Saint Agnes counted 1000 families on its roster in 1900, and it was growing. Our parish recorded 149 baptisms in
the year 1900!

By the turn of the 20™ century, the Archdiocese of Saint Paul counted twenty-s i x fnati onal 6 par.i
(those not set up with territorial boundaries, but established in light of ethnic groups), and most of these were German.
Archbishop Ireland saw this as a temporary solution at best, and he more often than not appointed German speakingpastors
who were not of German descent. He often turned to German speaking Slovenians, for he was concerned about excessive
nationalism. In an 1888 speech at the German parish in Chaska (Guardian Angels), Archbishop Ireland appealed to the
senti ments of parents towards their childrenés futr

Despite his best intentions to assimilate his flock, many ethnic Germans, Slovaks and Austrians continued to pine for their
homeland, its customs, traditions and yes, architecture. Thus, in the very north of Upper Austria, just by the boarder to the
Czech Republic, you will find Stift Schldgel (http://www.stift-schlaegl.at/). The monastery was first founded in 1209 as a
Cistercian institution, but re-founded in 1218 for Premonstratensians (known as the Norbertines). It continuously grew, but
was devastated twice in the course of the struggles of the Reformation period in the 15th and 16th century.

The monastery was re-built between 1589 to 1608, only to get sacked again during the Thirty YearsNj Wa r i n
again, Schldgel was re-built and got the face you can see today. It boasts beautiful Baroque interiors, a Romanesque crypt,
and a 19th century library that holds some 70,000 volumes. It was this abbey church that would serve as the inspiration for
Saint Agnes, and Fr. Solnce would soon find himself in the position of becoming a brick and mortar priest, whether he
wanted this burden or not. (To be continued next week)
