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Bishop-elect Paul D. Sirba: Called to be Shepherd and Successor to the Apostles 

 

In our modern day and age, it does not take long for news to travel quickly. In the case of a loyal ñson of the parish,ò word 

spread quickly last week that Rev. Paul D. Sirba was named  by Pope Benedict XVI as the ninth Bishop of Duluth.  The 

response to the announcement was both predictable and heartwarming.  In short, everyone is thrilled, because in Bishop-

elect Sirba, the Church of Duluth has gained a man of profound humility, goodness, compassion and faith.  It is yet another 

inspired choice from our Holy Father who has gifted the Church with many such outstanding selections as members of the 

episcopate. 

 

Hailing originally from Nativity of Mary in Bloomington, Bishop-elect Sirbaôs family joined Saint Agnes shortly after he 

graduated from high school at Holy Angels in 1978.  While attending the College of St. Thomas, he was very much part of a 

group of young men who found inspiration through the liturgy at Saint Agnes under the guidance of Msgr. Schuler.  Fr. 

Sirba celebrated his Mass of Thanksgiving right here at Saint Agnes in 1986, and I was proud to be in attendance that day as 

a member of 1st Theology, and am today even more proud to call the bishop-elect a dear friend.  He has been such a support 

to me in these past years at Saint Agnes, and I am honored to be able to serve as pastor to members of the Sirba clan. 

 

Fr. Sirba has served as an associate pastor at St. Olaf (Mpls) and at St. John the Baptist (Savage); as a Pastor of the Church 

of the Maternity of the Blessed Virgin (just north on Dale St.); and as spiritual director at both our seminaries.  Currently, he 

serves as Vicar General of the Archdiocese and Moderator of the Curia, working closely with Archbishop Nienstedt.  

 

It cannot be easy to answer the call to be a bishop in the Catholic Church, to be a successor to the apostles. It demands men 

of tremendous faith, pastoral concern, courage and prudence. Above all, these holy men must desire to follow Christ ever 

more closely, never fearing to take up their Crosses daily, embracing the suffering that goes with being a disciple.  I am 

completely at peace knowing that Bishop-elect Sirba possesses these qualities, and that he will be sustained by Godôs grace 

to fulfill his duties.  A more faithful and prayerful priest, one would be hard pressed to name; a more loyal friend, one could 

not possibly hope to find. 

 

Our parish takes this opportunity to congratulate Bishop-elect Sirba and his family.  We extend to his mother Helen our 

heartfelt congratulations, who along with Mary LeVoir, could start up a new parish organization, the Mothers of Bishops 

Sodality (MOBS)!  Fr. Joseph Sirba, older brother to the new bishop, is himself a priest of the Diocese of Duluth.  The 

brothers are now re-united in service to Godôs people in the Northland. The Duluth Diocese includes 22,354 square miles. 

The total population of the diocese is estimated at 439,172 people, with 66,007, or 15 percent, of them Catholic. With the 

clear Saint Agnes connections, it would be most appropriate for us to arrange for a bus to go north for the big day on 

December 14th.  Please watch for more information in future bulletins.  

 

Today (Sunday) following the Noon Mass, we are having a K-12 Open House for Saint Agnes School beginning at 

1:00 pm.  I am proud of the growth we have seen thanks to our dedicated faculty, rigorous curriculum and school 

spirit.  As pastor I fully support our parish school and would encourage you and your children to visit today.

In the Gloria of this simple, 

expressive Mass, Haydn assigns the choir some musical 

multitasking, with each of the four vocal parts 

simultaneously singing a different portion of the text. The 

four parts come together at ñcum Sancto Spiritu in gloria 

Dei Patris. Amen.ò The obbligato organ solo 

in the Benedictus is the highlight that gave this 

Mass its nickname. It is officially the Missa 

Brevis Sancti Joannis de Deo in B-flat, 

honoring the founder of the order of brothers who operated 

a hospital in Eisenstadt, Austria, where Haydn lived. (They 

continue to serve the sick there and in numerous locations 

worldwide.)
