Wearing Down the Opposition: Staying on Top of the Health Care Debate

With the length of time in which the health care debate has been raging, I am reminded of the Scriptural passage about the
friend who knocks at the door at midnight, finally gaining entrance and assistance, if not out of friendship, then through
sheer persistence. I admit that [ was paying close attention this summer, but this issue has dragged on, so much so that it is
easy to forget the key principles still at stake. It is even more complicated by the fact that Obama administration officials
have continued to put forth the argument that the Health Care proposals do not fund abortion, despite the Catholic Bishops
assertion that they do.

Rep. Patrick Kennedy (D- RI) lashed out against the Catholic Church in its stated opposition to proposed legislation that
would in effect provide government funds for abortion coverage by calling it a red herring. “I thought they were pro-life. If
the Church is pro-life, then they ought to be for health care reform because it’s going to provide health care that are (sic)
going to keep people alive. So this is an absolute red herring and I don’t think that it does anything but to fan the flames of
dissent and discord and I don’t think it’s productive at all.” Bishop Thomas Tobin fired right back in a strongly worded
statement. The Church is not against health care reform, but against these versions of it. Is this a red herring as Kennedy
states? How does one sift through 1,500 page documents to discern the truth?

Sister Mary Ann Walsh, staff member for the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, has written a helpful guide to
these thorny questions. It is worth quoting from this document at some length this week and next. She wrote: “It’s time to
clear the air in the current debate over whether proposed health care legislation covers abortion. What’s the truth?”

Number One issue: Whether the Hyde Amendment applies now

The Hyde Amendment has been federal policy since 1976. It states that money from the Labor/Health and Human Services
appropriations bill cannot be used for most abortions or for health coverage that includes them. The catch with the proposed
health care reform bills is that they will authorize and appropriate their own funds outside the bounds of this appropriations
bill. Government money should not be used for abortions or abortion coverage. Hyde-like language needs to be written into
the health care reform bills to preserve the longstanding government policy against supporting and facilitating abortions.

Number Two issue: Public Option and the Capps Amendment

Public Option: Language in some health care reform bills, known as the Capps Amendment after its congressional sponsor,
explicitly allows the sponsor of each health plan to decide whether it will cover elective abortions. And some of these bills
would create a government-run health plan (the “public option”) to compete with private health plans nationwide. This
means that the Health and Human Services Secretary, as the public option’s sponsor, may mandate that it cover unlimited
abortions, in direct contradiction to other federal programs. These abortions will be paid for entirely with federal funds.
Purchasers will pay their premiums to the federal government, and the government will use these federal funds (along with a
federal tax subsidy for those who qualify) to pay for abortions. (To be continued in next week’s bulletin).

Today the Chorale sings the Mass in G, in which the
prolific Schubert shows his gift for lyric beauty and
simplicity. Much has been written about
Schubert’s supposed religious unorthodoxy or
) @ unbelief, but in a letter to his father he wrote,
N “People have wondered at the piety I express in a
hymn to the Virgin Mary, which seems to move every soul
and to dispose the listener to prayer. I think that is because
I never force myself to pray and, except when devotion
involuntarily overpowers me, I never compose that kind of
hymn or prayer — when I do, then the piety I give voice to is
genuine and deeply felt.”

Schubert composed this great Mass at the age of 18. The
beautiful melodies and unique orchestration make it one of
of Schubert’s most popular sacred pieces.

You may want to
plan ahead to be here on All Souls Day, Monday,
November 2nd for the Requiem Mass at 7:30 in the
evening.  We are expecting a full Church. Mozart
composed his famous Requiem during the last few weeks of
his life. After concentrating on opera and symphonic works
for a few years, Mozart returned to sacred music and
composed perhaps his greatest hymn, Ave Verum Corpus
and the Requiem after becoming extremely ill in the fall and
early winter of 1791. The Requiem was not completed at
the time of his death. Most scholars believe the work was
completed by his former friend and student, Franz Xaver
Stissmayr.
