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It’s all in the Details: Sifting Through the Complicated Language of Legislation 

 

Last week, I reproduced the initial reactions of the USCCB to the media covered back and forth between the Catholic 

Church and the Obama Administration regarding the issue of whether or not the proposed health care bills do in fact provide 

for abortion coverage. Bishop Thomas Tobin of Providence has defended the Church against unfair attacks by a Catholic 

congressman in this complicated web of politics and health care. It is worth quoting the USCCB officials who have indeed 

studied the language very carefully.  I continue with what began last week.  I direct your attention to the bulletin insert from 

the U.S. Bishops, and applaud their courage in bringing out the truth concerning this legislation. 

 

The Abortion Surcharge: To create the illusion that federal funds will not support abortion, the Capps amendment creates a 

distinct abortion surcharge, a fee of at least $1 a month that each purchaser of a plan must pay to cover all abortion 

procedures that are ineligible for federal funding in a given year under the annual Hyde amendment. (Federal funding of 

abortion for many years has been only for cases of rape, incest or danger to the mother’s life.) To get around forcing citizens 

to fund elective abortions with tax dollars, the government will help make them pay for most abortions with their premium 

dollars. Those who object will be told they could have chosen another plan even if no plan without elective abortions meets 

their family’s budget and health needs.   

 

Government Abortion Mandate: The Capps amendment states that each region of the country must have at least one plan 

with elective abortion coverage.  This creates a federal mandate for some private plans to cover abortions that every federal 

program for decades has excluded; the government would promote unlimited abortions by proxy.  Inserting the language of 

the Hyde amendment into these bills would not prevent insurers from covering abortion in their non-federally-funded plans, 

or from selling abortion coverage as a supplemental policy funded by the private dollars of those who choose it.  But no 

American would be forced to subsidize abortion against his or her will. The solution to problems rooted in the Capps 

Amendment and the public option is a matter of a few words, to bring this legislation into line with what every other federal 

health program already says. 

  

What needs to be done: Amend health care reform bills so that no American would be forced to subsidize abortion against 

his or her will. Confused or exhausted? Yes, it is complicated, but as the Scriptures remind us: “Let us never grow tired of 

doing what is good, brethren.” (2 Thess. 3:13) 

 

Our Church was full for the All Souls Requiem Mass.  It was a magnificent example of the power of prayer, the 

beauty of our music in the liturgy and your commitment to the central truths of our faith, especially the Communion 

of Saints. I am also grateful to Teresa Stephenson, Mary Grace Westman and their crew for a wonderful All Saints 

Eve Party for our children.  These two days are some of the most powerful in the Church. 

 

Saint Agnes School is hosting a second fall Open House this coming Thursday evening November 12, 2009 at 6:30 

pm. This would be an opportunity to meet our Administration and faculty, as well as tour our facilities. I am 

extremely proud of the progress we have made in these past three years, and strongly encourage interested families 

from the parish to consider a faithfully Catholic education at Saint Agnes School. 

 

Next weekend is our twice-yearly special collection for the Heat and Lighting needs of our beautiful Church.  This is 

an extremely important collection that has been customary for years.  I resisted the temptation to keep the heat off 

until November as a way of highlighting its importance, but it crossed my mind!  Many thanks for your generosity. 

 

Space limitations in Duluth for Bishop-elect Sirba’s ordination will likely preclude a chartered bus from Saint Agnes.  

Tickets will be required for entrance to the events.  There will be a farewell Vespers Service on Friday December 11, 

2009 at the Cathedral of Saint Paul, at which our own choir will be participating.

Chorale Notes  
The Twin Cities Catholic Chorale would like to 

thank all of you who attended or participated in 

the Requiem Mass celebrated last Monday 

evening.  It was certainly uplifting for us to see so many 

people attending this great Mass. 

 

Franz Peter Schubert wrote his Mass in C, which the 

Chorale sings today, in July of 1816.  Although he was only 

19 years old, this was his fourth Mass and his 452nd musical 

composition, according to the numbering of cataloger Otto 

Erich Deutsch. (This Mass’s second Benedictus, D. 961, 

was added much later.) By the time of his death at age 31, 

Schubert had written at least 998 works, including more 

than 600 songs. By cataloging Schubert’s phenomenal 

output, Deutsch corrected the mistaken notion that the 

young Austrian was a rather limited composer. 

 

The Chorale enjoys performing the beautiful melodies by 

Schubert.  Once again, Schubert assigns the Benedictus to 

the soprano soloist to introduce us to this melody.
