The Holy Souls: A Month to Remember in Prayer Those who Have Died

“Father, what is your fee for conducting a funeral?” These questions, while understandable, are amongst the most
uncomfortable for a priest because they contain a language quite foreign to how we were taught to think about our
priesthood. Obviously, we need to support the Church (including the priests), but it is completely foreign to think of a
personal “fee” in relation to the celebration of a Sacrament. True, the 1917 Code spoke of “Mass alms or stipends,” but the
new Code of 1983 uses the phrase “Mass offerings.” Semantics, you say? Not exactly. The term “stipend” in its derivation
connotes some sort of fee for a service rendered whereas the word “offering” signifies more of a donation made for the
honor of God or for the support of the Church. A Mass offering is a freewill donation to the Church that expresses a
personal desire for an intention to be remembered at a particular Mass. (cf. Canon #946). Pope Paul VI explained the
reasoning behind this in a brief, yet helpful document:

“In the established tradition of the Church, the faithful, moved by an ecclesial and religious sense join to the
Eucharistic sacrifice a kind of sacrifice of their own, as a way of taking part more intensely. They thus do their
share to provide for the Church’s needs, especially the support of its ministers. This practice is in accord with the
spirit of the Lord’s words: ‘The laborer . . . is worthy of his hire.” (Luke 10:7), which St. Paul alludes to in
1 Timothy 5:18 and in 1 Corinthians 9:7-14.” (Pope Paul VI, motu proprio Firma in Traditione, 13 June 1974)

The Mass has the same value as Christ's sacrifice on Calvary (i.e. infinite), and so objectively speaking the number of
intentions that may be offered is not limited. The Church, however, normally allows only one intention with a stipend
united to each Mass. A priest may not “accumulate” many stipends for each single Mass. Our 7:30 p.m. Mass for All Souls
was different, in that we had a collective intention for that Mass, as expressly allowed on certain occasions by the
Congregation for the Clergy in 1991:

In cases in which the people making the offering, have been previously explicitly informed and have freely
consented to combining their offerings in a single offering, their intentions can be satisfied with a single Mass
celebrated according to a "collective" intention. (Article 2. #1)

Every pastor is to provide that one Sunday Mass be offered pro populo, that is “for the people,” as opposed to a Mass with a
specific intention. No offering is accepted for this Mass. As the above-mentioned document stated, “the Holy See has
always followed the evolution of this pious tradition with attention, with opportune interventions to provide for adaptations
to the changing social and cultural situations...” For example, in this Archdiocese, priests do not keep Mass offerings at all,
but they are turned over to the parish. In some parts of the world, priests are still dependent upon Mass offerings for their
very sustenance. The Church understands these various situations and seeks to make more general theological and liturgical
clarifications when there may be a danger of misunderstanding.

The month of November is a fine opportunity to remember the importance of praying for our beloved dead and I encourage
you to consider honoring them through means of a Mass for the intention of the repose of their soul. You may contact the
Church office at 651-925-8800 to make arrangements.

e We have prepared our annual report summary of the parish finances. I encourage you all to read through it, as it is a
grave responsibility of a pastor to oversee the temporal goods of the parish. I am ably assisted by members of our
outstanding Finance Council. We meet monthly, and you can all be confident that the temporal goods of this parish
are carefully monitored and that we are doing our very best to be good stewards of your generosity. Considering the
overall financial climate, 2008-09 was a remarkably strong year at Saint Agnes. We have, however, fallen slightly
behind in our budgeted envelope and plate giving since July 1%, and I hope that we may be able to recover somewhat
before the end of the calendar year.

e Once the new window installation throughout the school and parish offices is complete, we should realize some
savings on the heat bill, with the new energy-efficient double hung windows. Your support during our twice-yearly
Heat and Light collection helps to offset the expenses of maintaining this large campus. Thank you for your
generosity!

Chorale Notes
Piccolomini Mass (K258) by Mozart This Missa
Brevis in C-major and various other sacred music
& compositions by Mozart survived with the help of
the monks at Heilig Kreuz (Holy Cross)
monastery in Augsburg, Germany. In 1777 Mozart and his
mother were traveling to Mannheim and Paris and stopped
in his father’s hometown of Augsburg to see relatives.
While there Mozart visited Heilig Kreuz, where his father
had sung in the choir, and he delighted the monks with his
talent as a pianist and composer. As a farewell gift, he
loaned the monks several of his handwritten compositions
to copy for liturgical use. In succeeding years he loaned
them additional works via his cousin, Marianne Mozart,
and the monks eagerly copied and played them. To this day
the treasured copies are in the Heilig Kreuz and Augsburg
diocesan archives.

This Mass is another Missa Brevis designed to meet the
time constraints outlined by the Archbishop in Vienna. The
Gloria and Credo are not expanded in any way, but are
unique in their clarity and musical integrity.
